(OFF STREET PARKING PLACES) ORDER 2021
(ELECTRIC VEHICLES VARIATION) ORDER 2025
1.
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne (“the Council”) propose to make an Order under Sections 32, 35 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 which amends the City of Newcastle upon Tyne (Off Street Parking Places) Order 2021 (“the Off Street Order”).  
2.
The effect of the proposed Order is to introduce a maximum stay restriction for electric vehicles using Rapid Chargers within any car park that currently has or may in the future, have Rapid Chargers.  


There would be signage within each Electric Vehicle Rapid Charger Bay to specify the 
maximum stay restriction.  Vehicles parking in these bays would need to be electric 
vehicles and connected to the charging post.  The vehicles would need to be removed from 
the parking bay before the expiry of the period specified on the sign erected in that parking 
bay as the maximum period for which an electric vehicle may wait or be left.
In addition to this, with effect from the expiration of the period of time specified as the maximum period for which an electric vehicle may wait or be left in the parking bay, the electric vehicle must not be returned to the same parking bay, or any similar parking bay in the same parking place, within the period of time specified on the sign.  
Note - There are currently Electric Vehicle parking bays in Dean Street MSCP, Eldon 
Garden MSCP, The Garage at Helix, Grainger Town MSCP and Quayside MSCP, and in 
Akenside Hill, Arygle Street, Civic Centre, Leazes Park Road and St Nicholas Avenue 
surface car parks.
