1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Sections 1, 2, 4, 29 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 which amends the City of Newcastle upon Tyne Traffic Regulation (Consolidation) Order 2009 (“the 2009 Consolidation Order”).

2. The effect of the proposed Order is to add an exemption for cycles to three existing ‘No Entry’ of any vehicles restrictions as follows - 
(i) From Elswick Road into Coventry Gardens;
(ii) From Elswick Road into Dipton Avenue; and 
(iii) From Elswick Road into Eastgate Gardens.
		
(ii)	(Elswick Road) Speed Limit Order 2025

1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon 	Tyne propose to make an Order under Section 84 of the Road Traffic 	Regulation Act 1984.

2.      The effect of the proposed Order is extend the length of Elswick Road which 
      is subject to a 20mph speed limit.  The 20mph speed limit will be extended to 
apply between St John’s Road and Bentinck Road (the speed limit currently 
applies between Westgate Road and Bentinck Road).

(iii)	Proposed Construction of Road Humps – Elswick Road Area

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN in accordance with Section 90C of the Highways 	Act 1980 that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne in exercise of its 	powers under Section 90A of the Highways Act 1980 proposes to construct 	road humps complying with the Highways (Road Humps) Regulations 1999 in 	the Elswick Road Area.

(iv)	Proposed Pedestrian / Parallel Crossings – Elswick Road
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne, in exercise of its powers under Section 23(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police proposes to establish pedestrian crossings at the following locations -
Zebra Crossings - Elswick Road
(a) 20 metres east of its junction with St John’s Road, replacing the existing pedestrian refuge island;
(b) 20 metres west of its junction with Bentinck Road, replacing the existing pedestrian refuge island;
(c) [bookmark: _Hlk209702450]20 metres west of its junction with Marie Curie Drive, removing the existing zebra crossing and replacing it with a raised zebra crossing;
(d) 20 metres west of its junction with Mill Lane;
(e) 20 metres east of its junction with Beech Grove Road.
Parallel Crossing - Elswick Road
(f) Remove the existing zebra crossing adjacent to Meldon Street and replace it with a parallel (pedestrian and cycle) crossing.

Length along the carriageway to be 9.4 metres

Height to be 85mm
Ramp gradients to be 1 in 20
The proposed crossings are necessary to facilitate pedestrians crossing Elswick Road.
