ROAD TRAFFIC REGULATION ACT 1984

The Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne, acting as the local traffic authority and in exercise of their powers under Sections 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 19, 32, 33, 35, 45, 46, 49, 51, 53, 63 122, 124 and Part IV of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the 1984 Act”) and all other enabling powers, after consultation with the chief officer of police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the 1984 Act, hereby makes the following Order:
PART A – GENERAL
CITATION AND COMMENCEMENT
1. This Order shall come into operation on the **** day of ***** 2026 and may be cited as “The City of Newcastle upon Tyne (Waiting Restrictions and On Street Parking Places) Order 2026” (“this Order”).
DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

	“24 Hour Rural Clearway”
	means a length of Road where stopping is prohibited and includes the Main Carriageway, Passing Place excludes any Lay By, identified as such in the Map Schedule using the words "Rural Clearway";

	“Authorised Person”
	means a police constable in uniform, a Civil Enforcement Officer or a person who has been issued by the Council with a written authority;

	"Accredited Landlord" 
	means a Landlord of a property accredited by the Council on the Councils website  https://www.privaterentedservice.co.uk/landlords/landlord-support-services/newcastle-accreditation-scheme/

	"Administration Charge for Permits Mutilated or Defaced"
	the charge described as the "Administration Charge for Permits Mutilated or Defaced" in Column 1 of Schedule 4 of the amount specified in Column 3 of Schedule 4;

	"Ambulance"
	has the same meaning as in paragraph 6(2) of Schedule 2 of the Vehicle Excise and Registration Act 1994;

	Area A Eligible Properties


	Eligible Properties falling within the Parking Zones  specified in Part 1 Schedule 8.  An Eligible Property falls within a Parking Zone  specified in Part 1 of Schedule 8 where the following conditions are met:
(i)	That Eligible Property is specified in Column (2) of Schedule 5;
(ii)	That Eligible Property appears in the same row as a Parking Zone specified in Column (3) of Schedule 5; and
(iii)	The Parking Zone Identifier referred to in paragraph (ii) is also a Parking Zone specified in Schedule 8.

	Area B Eligible Properties

	Eligible Properties falling within the Parking Zones specified in Part 3 of Schedule 8.  An Eligible Property falls within a Parking Zone specified in Part III of Schedule 8 where the following conditions are met:
(i)	That Eligible Property is specified in Column (2) of Schedule 5;
(ii)	That Eligible Property appears in the same row as a Parking Zone specified in Column (3) of Schedule 5; and
(iii)	The Parking Zone referred to in paragraph (ii) is also a Parking Zone specified in Part 3 of Schedule 8.

	“Authorised Activity” 
	means:
(i) furniture removal to or from a property in the restricted street; 
(ii) Loading bulky or heavy items onto, or Unloading bulky or heavy items from a Goods Vehicle in circumstances where it would be impossible or impracticable to carry the item from the nearest Parking Place; or 
(iii) use as a bridal or attendant’s Vehicle at a wedding; or 
(iv) any other activity approved by the Council;

	“Book of Category 1 Supplementary Permits”
	either: 

(i) a Book of Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits; or 

(ii) a Book of Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits;

	“Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits”
	a book of 10 Category 2 Supplementary Permits;

	means a permit issued to a Business pursuant to and in accordance with Article 68 evidencing the Payment of the Business Permit Fee;

	an application for a Business Permit made pursuant to and in accordance with Article 64;

	“Business Permit Fee”
	means the sum indicated in an item in Column 3 of Schedule 4 as being the permit charge for a Business Permit;

	“Business Permit Holder”
	means a person to whom a Business Permit has been issued;

	“Business Permit Offer”
	an offer of a Business Permit made pursuant to Article 65, or contained in a Business Permit Renewal Notice;


	“Business Permit Renewal Notice”
	a notice containing a Business Permit Offer issued pursuant to Article 69;


	“Business Property”
	an Eligible Property which is also shown in a Local Non-Domestic Rating List from time to time in force (including, for the avoidance of doubt, a composite property shown on that list);

	“Bus Stand”
	means a length of highway or Road prescribed by and installed in accordance with the Regulations to be used by Public Service Vehicles to wait to adhere to the published Bus timetable; to enable passengers to board or alight form the bus; or to enable the crew to be changed;

	“Car Club”
	means  the Council’s official car club provider as procured by the Council from time to time;

	“Car Club Parking Bay”
	means any area on a Road within the Car Club Parking Place and indicated on the Carriageway of the Road for the leaving of a single Car Club Vehicle;

	“Car Club Vehicle”
	means a shared use vehicle hired or available for hire by members of a Car Club;

	“Carriageway”
	has the same meaning as defined in Schedule 1 of the Regulations;

	“Category”
	a category of Supplementary Permit specified in the name of that Supplementary Permit in the format “Category X Supplementary Permit” where “X” is the numerical identifier of the Category and is a number between 1 and 4 (inclusive);

	“Category 1 Supplementary Permit”
	a permit issued to a Resident pursuant to and in accordance with Article 76 and 84, evidencing the Payment of the Supplementary Permit Fee;

	“Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application”
	an application for 
(i) a Book of Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits; or 
(ii) a Book of Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits;


	“Category 2 Supplementary Permit”
	a permit issued to a Landlord or a Management Agent pursuant to and in accordance with Article 77 and 84, evidencing the Payment of the Supplementary Permit Fee;

	“Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application”
	an application for a Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits;

	“Category 3 Supplementary Permit”
	a permit issued to a Business pursuant to and in accordance with Article 78 and 84, evidencing the Payment of the Supplementary Permit Fee;

	“Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application”
	an application for a Book of Category 3 Supplementary Permits;

	“Category 4 Supplementary Permit”
	a permit issued to a Tradesman pursuant to and in accordance with Article 79 and 84, evidencing the Payment of the Supplementary Permit Fee;

	“Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application”
	an application for: 
(i) a Day Category 4 Supplementary Permit; or 
(ii) a Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit;

	“Change of Vehicle Application”
	an application for an amended Parking Permit of the type referred to in Article 105, made pursuant to and in accordance with Article 105;


	“Chargeable Hours”
	in relation to Parking Places means:
(a)	the days and hours when a Parking Charge or Parking Permit Fee applies to that Parking Place as identified in the Map Tile Label relating to that Parking Place ; or
(b)	(if no days and hours when such Parking Charge or Parking Permit Fee applies are identified in the Map Tile Label relating to that Parking Place) at any time,
PROVIDED ALWAYS that the expression “Chargeable Hours” shall not include any time on 25th December;

	a “charity” as defined in Section 1 of the 2011 Act, including, for the avoidance of doubt, a Registered Charity, an Exempt Charity and an Excepted Charity;

	“Charity Permit”
	means Permit issued pursuant to and in accordance with Article 74 and Article 75, evidencing the Payment of the Charity Permit Fee;

	“Charity Permit Application”
	an application for a Charity Permit made pursuant to and in accordance with Article 70;

	“Charity Permit Fee”
	means the sum indicated in an item in Column 3 of Schedule 4 for a Charity Permit;

	“Charity Permit Holder”
	means a person to whom a Charity Permit has been issued;

	“Charity Permit Offer”
	an offer of a Charity Permit made pursuant to Article 71, or contained in a Charity Permit Renewal Notice;

	“Charity Permit Renewal Notice”
	a notice containing a Charity Permit Offer issued pursuant to Article 75;

	“Charitable Purposes”
	any “charitable purpose” as defined in Section 2 of the 2011 Act;

	“City Centre”
	the area shown on the map attached to this Order at Schedule 9

	“City Centre Business”
	a sole trader, partnership or body corporate (including a limited liability partnership) or an unincorporated association which occupies a City Centre Business Property;

	“City Centre Business Permit”
	an annual or four week permit issued to a City Centre Business pursuant to Article 124 evidencing the payment of the requisite City Centre Business Permit Fee;

	“City Centre Business Permit Fee”
	the charge imposed by the Council for a City Centre Business Permit being: 
(a)  £1200.00 for an annual permit; 
(b)  £92.31 for a four week permit;

	“City Centre Business Permit Offer“
	an offer of a City Centre Business Permit made pursuant to Article 121 or contained in a City Centre Business Renewal Notice;

	“City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice”

	a notice containing a City Centre Business Permit Offer made pursuant to Article 125;

	“City Centre Business Property”
	a property located within the City Centre which is also shown in the Local Non-Domestic Ratings List from time to time in force (including, for the avoidance of doubt, a composite property shown on that list);

	“City Centre Permit”
	means 
(a)	a City Centre Business Permit; or
(b)	a City Centre Resident Permit;

	“City Centre Resident”
	means a person whose sole or principal residence is a City Centre Residential Property; 

	“City Centre Resident Permit”

	an annual, six month or four week permit issued to a City Centre Resident pursuant to Article 118 evidencing the payment of the requisite City Centre Resident Permit Fee.

	the charge imposed by the Council for a City Centre Resident Permit being:
(a) £500.00 for an annual permit;
(b) £250.00 for a six month permit;
£38.47 for a four week permit;

	“City Centre Resident Permit Offer”
	an offer of a City Centre Resident Permit made pursuant to Article 115 or contained in a City Centre Renewal Notice;

	“City Centre Resident Permit Renewal Notice”
	a notice containing a City Centre Resident Permit Offer made pursuant to Article 119;

	“City Centre Residential Property”

	a residential property located within the City Centre;

	“City Centre Resident Scratchcard”

	means a scratchcard issued by the Council pursuant to Article 126 which allows a Vehicle whose Registration Mark has been entered on the scratchcard to park in a Parking Place designated by Article 9 which is located in the City Centre on the date scratched out on such scratchcard and for which the parking charge is the City Centre Resident Scratchard Fee; 

	“City Centre Resident Scratchcard Fee”

	means a charge of £5 in respect of each City Centre Resident Scratchcard;

	"Civil Enforcement Officer"
	means a person employed by the Council for the enforcement of road traffic contraventions under Section 76 of the 2004 Act (including Contraventions);

	“Coach”
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 3 of the Road Vehicles (Construction and Use) Regulations 1987; 

	“Contravention”
	means any breach of the provisions herein contained;

	"Controlled Parking Zone"
	means the Roads and parts of Roads listed in Schedule 10 in which waiting and loading are prohibited except where Parking Places are provided for the leaving of Vehicles during Permitted Hours;  

	“Cycle Track”
	has the same meaning as in Section 329(1) of the 1980 Act;

	“Day Category 4 Supplementary Permit”
	a Category 4 Supplementary Permit which is issued to be valid throughout a whole day;

	“Delivering and Collecting”
	means delivering Goods to, or collection of any Goods from, any premises and includes checking the Goods for the purpose of their delivery or collection;

	"Disabled Person"
	has the same meaning as in regulation 2 of the Disabled Persons (Badges for Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 2000 and "Disabled Person(s)" should be construed accordingly; 

	“Disabled Person’s Badge”
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 2 of the Disabled Persons (Badges for Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 2000 and for the avoidance of doubt includes an organisational badge as defined in that regulation;

	"Disabled Person’s Vehicle"
	means a Vehicle lawfully displaying a Disabled Person’s Badge in the manner and circumstances set out in Part III of the Disabled Persons (Badges for Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 2000;

	“Dispensation Certificate”
	means a certificate or virtual certificate issued under Section 4(2) of the 1984 Act in accordance with the procedure set out in Article 113;

	“Dispensation Certificate Number”
	a unique reference number on a Dispensation Certificate;

	"Driver"
	means in relation to a Vehicle waiting in a Parking Place the person driving the Vehicle at the time it was left in the Parking Place;

	“Dual Purpose Vehicle”
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 3(2) of the Road Vehicles (Construction and Use) Regulations 1986;

	“E-Bike”
	means an "electrically assisted pedal cycle" as defined Schedule 2 of the 1994 Act;

	“Electric Vehicle”
	means a Motor Vehicle :
(i) which is an exempt vehicle for the purpose of the 1994 Act in accordance with paragraph 20G (electrically propelled vehicles) of Schedule 2 to that Act; or 
(ii) which the Council is satisfied operates wholly by means of an electrically powered propulsion system that draws its motive power from either a hydrogen fuel cell or from a battery that can be fully recharged from an external source of electricity and has tailpipe CO2 emissions of 0 grams per kilometre; or 
(iii)  which is a Hybrid Vehicle;

	“Electric Vehicle Charging Point”
	means a purpose-built unit adjacent to a Parking Place designed specifically for Electric Vehicle charging;

	“Eligible Property”
	means any postal address within a street or part of a street listed in Columns 1 and 2 of Schedule 5, which indicates that:
(i)	a Resident of that address may apply for Resident’s Parking Permits and/or Visitor Permits;
(ii)	a Business occupying that address may apply for Business Permits; and
(iii)	a Charity occupying that address may apply for a Charity Permits,
for use within the Parking Zone identified by the Parking Zone Identifier listed in Column 3 of Schedule 5 (the location where such a permit will be valid being shown in Columns 1 and 3 of Schedule 3);

	“Emergency Vehicle”
	has the same meaning as in Schedule 1 of the Regulations;

	"Emergency Services"
	means the police, fire and ambulance services 

	“Enactment”
	means any enactment, whether public, general or local, which includes any order, bylaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment;

	“Entrance Marking”
	means the Road Marking prescribed in diagram 1027.1 and indicated by the sign including the symbol at item 10 of the sign table in Part 3 of Schedule 4 of the Regulations, identified as such in the Map Schedule using the words "No Stopping on School Entrance Markings";

	“Event Day”
	the day on which  any sporting event or other activity is to be held at either the “Kingston Park Stadium” or the ”Bullocksteads Sports Ground”, and either: 
(i) is likely to give rise to more than 2,000 spectators; or
(ii) which, in the opinion of the chief officer of police, may give rise to such a level of attendance as may compromise Road safety and/or cause access problems in the area;

	a Charity excepted from the need to register with the Charity Commission pursuant to the charities act 2011.

	“Exempt Charity”
	has the same meaning as set out in Section 22 of the 2011 Act; 

	“Fire Engine”
	has the same meaning as in Schedule 2 of the 1994 Act

	“Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permit”
	a Category 1 Supplementary Permit which is issued to be valid throughout a whole day;

	“Footway”
	has the same meaning as in Section 329 of the 1980 Act;

	"Goods"
	means:
(i) objects too heavy or bulky to be carried very far by hand; and
(ii) Postal Packets of any description;

	 “Goods Vehicle”
	has the same meaning as in Schedule 1 of the Regulations;

	“Hackney Carriage”
	has the same meaning as in Section 38 of the Town Police Clauses Act 1847 (for the avoidance of doubt this does not include a "private hire vehicle" within the meaning of Section 80 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976);

	“Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permit”
	a Category 1 Supplementary Permit which is issued to be valid for half a day, either: 
(i)  (before midday, expressed on the permit as “AM””); or 
(ii)  (after midday, expressed on the permit as “PM”);

	“Handheld Device” 
	means a wireless handheld computer (including a mobile phone) which is programmed to interface with the Council’s systems which record the Payment of Parking Charges or Parking Permit Fees  and used by a Civil Enforcement Officer whilst carrying out their duties including the issue of  Penalty Charge Notices, logging of parked vehicles and holding data from a Service Provider;

	“Health Body”
	a body: 
(i) established under, or continued in existence by, the National Health Service Act 2006; 
(ii) directly involved in the provision of healthcare to patients; and
(iii) an NHS Body as defined by Section 275 of the National Health Service Act 2006; 

	“Hearse”
	means a Vehicle designed or adapted for conveying a coffin for a funeral;

	“Hybrid Vehicle”
	means a vehicle that operates partly by means of an electrically powered propulsion system that draws motive power from a battery or partly by means of an internal combustion engine;

	“In Use”
	(i) in the case of a Visitor Permit, or a Category 1 Supplementary Permit, in use for the purposes of a Visitor to an Eligible Property; 
(ii) in the case of a Business Permit, in use for the purposes of a Business or a Visitor to the Business;
(iii) in the case of a Charity Permit, in use for the purposes of a Charity or a Visitor to the Charity;
(iv) in the case of a Category 2 Supplementary Permit, in use for the purposes of a Landlord of an Eligible Property or a Management Agent appointed by that Landlord to manage that Eligible Property;
(v) in the case of a Category 3 Supplementary Permit, in use for the purposes of a Business or a Visitor to that Business;
(vi) in the case of a Category 4 Supplementary Permit, in use for the purposes of a Tradesman; 
(viii) in the case of a Public Authority Permit, in use for the purposes of a Public Authority,
and for the avoidance of doubt, a Vehicle can be In Use notwithstanding the fact that it has been left unattended in a Parking Place;

	“Invalid Carriage”
	has the same meaning as in Section 136 of the 1984 Act;

	“Landlord”
	a sole trader, partnership or body corporate (including a limited liability partnership) which is in receipt of rent paid by, or on behalf of, a Resident of an Eligible Property;

	“Lay By”
	means any area of Carriageway intended for the waiting of Vehicles;

	“Light Passenger Vehicle”
	a “light passenger vehicle” as defined in paragraph 1A(2) and 1AA(2) of Schedule 1 of the 1994 Act;

	“List of Streets”
	the list of streets kept by the Council in accordance with Article 56;

	“Local Authority”
	has the same meaning as the term "public body" as defined in Section 270 of the Local Government Act 1972; 

	“Loading and Unloading”
	means commercial loading or unloading or the delivery or collection of Goods where no payment or transaction takes place at that location and “Loading”, “”Unloading”, "Loaded" and "Unloaded" shall be construed accordingly; 

	“Local Bus”
	a "local bus" as defined in Schedule 1 of the Regulations;

	“Local Non-Domestic Rating List”
	the local non-domestic rating list compiled and maintained by the valuation officer for the Council as billing authority pursuant to Section 41 of the Local Government Finance Act 1988;

	“Local Service”
	has the same meaning as the term "local service " in Schedule 1 of the Regulations has the meaning given in Section 2 of the Transport Act 1985;

	“Location Code”
	means the location code listed in column (4) of the table in Schedule 7 to this Order relating to the particular Payment Parking Place on the street listed in Column (1) of that row of the table;

	“Low Emissions Discount”
	a discount to Resident Permits, Business Permits and Charity Permits, calculated in accordance with Article 104;

	“Low Emissions Discount Criteria”
	that the Vehicle: 
(a)	is a Light Passenger Vehicle; and

(b)	is registered under the 1994 Act (or under the law of a country of territory outside the United Kingdom) on the basis of:
(i)	an EU certificate conformity (as defined in paragraph 1GA(4) of Part 1AA of Schedule 1 of the 1994 Act); or
(ii)	a UK approval certificate (as defined in paragraph 1G(2) of Part 1A of Schedule 1 of the 1994 Act),
which specifies CO2 emissions in a band which does not exceed 110 g/km.

	“Main Carriageway”

	means any Carriageway used primarily by through traffic, includes any Carriageway of a slip road and any acceleration and deceleration splays but excludes any Lay By;

	“Management Agent”
	an agent appointed by a Landlord to let or to carry out its rights and duties under a tenancy agreement in respect of an Eligible Property;

	“Map Schedule”
	means the Map Tiles (including the Map Tile Labels) and Static Map Legend,
Provided that the Council does not accept responsibility for inaccuracies contained in the Ordnance Survey data relied upon to create the Map Schedule and where a prohibition, restriction or Parking Place is depicted on the Map Schedule, that provision continues to apply irrespective of any subsequent changes that have been made to the underlying Ordnance Survey data;

	“Static Map Legend”
	means the document entitled "Static Map Legend" contained in Part 2 of Schedule 2 of this Orders;

	“Map Tile”
	means an individual map showing Measures and Supplementary Details contained in Part 3 of Schedule 2 to this Order and which includes a specific tile reference which is listed in the Map Tile Index;;

	"Map Tile Index"
	means the list of Map Tiles (including revision numbers) contained in Part 1 of Schedule 2 to this Order;

	“Map Tile Label”
	means a label on a Map Tile which indicates the type of Measure and, if appropriate, the Supplementary Details which apply to the Measure;

	"Match Days"
	means days when a professional football match is being played at St James’ Park. 

	“Maximum Gross Weight”
	has the same meaning as in Schedule 1 of the Regulations;

	"Maximum Period"
	in relation to a Parking Place means the maximum period which a Vehicle may wait in a Parking Place as identified in the Map Tile Label relating to that Parking Place PROVIDED ALWAYS that:
(a)	Where a Maximum Period is stated, it is stated in the form:
"X hours"
where "X" is the number of hours
(b)	A Map Tile Label for a Parking Place may not necessarily provide a Maximum Period.

	"Measures"
	means:
(a)	any restriction or prohibition on stopping, waiting and Loading imposed by Part B of this Order; and
(b)	any Parking Places designated or provided by Part C of this Order;

	“Motor Car”
	has the same meaning as in Section 136 of the 1984 Act;

(2) Save as provided in Articles 33,37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) inclusive no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that Vehicle is a Car Club Vehicle.
20. Save as provided in Articles 33 and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit any Vehicle:
(a) to wait in any Parking Place designated under Article 19 for longer than the Maximum Period; or
(b) which has waited in a Parking Place designated under Article 19 to return to the same Parking Place within the No Return Period.
LIMITED WAITING PARKING PLACES
21. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Limited Waiting" or "Limited Waiting Area" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of all Vehicles during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 35, 36,37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle:
(a) to wait during the Specified Hours in any Parking Place designated under paragraph (1) for longer than the Maximum Period; or
(b) which has waited in a Parking Place designated under paragraph (1) to return to the same Parking Place within the No Return Period.

BUS PARKING PLACES
22. (1) Each part of the highway identified in the Map Schedule as "Buses Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Buses during the Specified Hours
(2) At other times each part of a highway so described in paragraph (1) is hereby designated for the parking of any vehicle subject to any other specific designation or restrictions imposed by this Order. 
(3) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle, to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that Vehicle is a Bus.
23. Save as provided in Articles 33 and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit any Vehicle:
(a) to wait in any Parking Place designated under Article 22 for longer than the Maximum Period ; or
(b) which has waited in a Parking Place designated under Article 22 to return to the same Parking Place within the No Return Period.
POLICE PARKING PLACES
24. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Police Vehicles Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Police Vehicles during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) inclusive no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that vehicle is a Police Vehicle.
AMBULANCE PARKING PLACES
25. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Ambulance Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Ambulances during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that Vehicle is an Ambulance.
ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING PLACES 
26. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Electric Vehicle Charging Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving and charging of Electric Vehicles during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of and Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that Vehicle is an Electric Vehicle parked for the purpose of continuous charging at an Electric Vehicle Charging Point.
27. Save as provided in Articles 33 and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit any Vehicle :
(a) to wait in any Parking Place designated under Article 26 for longer than the Maximum Period; or
(b) which has waited in a Parking Place designated under Article 26 to return to the same Parking Place within the No Return Period.
TAXI PARKING PLACES
28. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Taxis Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Taxis during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless that Vehicle is a Taxi.
PEDAL CYCLE PARKING PLACES
29. (1) Each part of the highways identified in the Map Schedule as "Cycles Only" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Pedal Cycles during the Specified Hours. 
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f) inclusive no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit a Vehicle to wait during the Specified Hours in any of the Parking Places designated under paragraph (1) unless the Vehicle is a Pedal Cycle.
RED ROUTE PERMIT HOLDER PARKING PLACE
30. (1) The part of the highway identified in the Map Schedule as "No Stopping at Any Time Except Red Route Permit Holders" is hereby designated as a Parking Place for the leaving of Hearses and Wedding Vehicles (or any person using such vehicle with the consent of the owner (otherwise than a personal to whom such Vehicle has been let for hire or reward) during the Chargeable Hours.
(2) Save as provided in Articles 33, 36,37(c),37(d) and 37(f)  no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit any Vehicle to wait during the Chargeable Hours in any Parking Place described in paragraph (1) unless:
(a) there is displayed in the Relevant Position a Valid Red Route Permit, or the Vehicle is one in respect of which there has been a Valid Virtual Red Route Permit issued; 
(b) it is of a permitted class in relation to that Parking Place as described in Column 4 of Schedule 4; and
(c) Payment of the relevant Red Route Permit Fee has been made.
CONDUCT OF PARKING PLACES DESIGNATED
31. (1)	In the event of any non-compliance with a provision of this Part C of this Order, a Contravention shall have occurred, and a Penalty Charge is payable.
(2)	The provisions of Part E of this Order shall apply to any Parking Place designated under this Part and, in the event of any non-compliance with a provision of Part E of this Order, a Contravention shall have occurred, and a Penalty Charge is payable.
ADMINISTRATION OF PERMITS
32.  (a) The administration of any Residents Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part G of this Order.
(b) The administration of any Visitor Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part H of this Order.
(c)	The administration of any Business Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part I of this Order.
(e) The administration of any Charity Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part J of this Order.
(f)	The administration of any Supplementary Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part K of this Order.
(g)	The administration of any Public Authority Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part L of this Order.
(h)	The administration of any Reservation Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part M of this Order.
(i)	The administration of any Red Route Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part N of this Order.
(j) The administration of any City Centre Resident Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part R of this Order.
(k) The administration of any City Centre Business Permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part S of this Order.
(l) The administration of any City Centre Scratchcards shall be in accordance with the provisions of Part T of this Order.



PART D – EXEMPTIONS FROM PROHIBITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS
EXEMPTION FOR EMERGENCY SERVICES
33. Nothing in this Order shall apply to any Vehicle on an occasion when it is being used for fire brigade, Ambulance or police purposes when attending an emergency, if the observance of that provision would be likely to hinder the use of that Vehicle for the purpose for which it is being used on that occasion.
EXEMPTION FOR PUBLIC SERVICE VEHICLES
34. Nothing in Part B of this Order shall apply to a Public Service Vehicle being used in the provision of a Local Service whilst waiting wholly within the limits of a marking prescribed in diagram 1025.1 of the Regulations.
EXEMPTION FOR THE LOADING AND UNLOADING OF GOODS 
35. Where this Article is referred to as applying in a specific Article in Part B or C , then nothing in such Article shall render it unlawful to cause or permit a Vehicle to wait in any Road or Parking Place for so long as may be necessary to allow for Loading or Unloading  to take place at any premises fronting onto the said lengths of Road.
EXEMPTION FOR VEHICLES DISPLAYING A DISABLED PERSON’S BADGE
36. Where this article is referred to applying in  Articles 3 and 4 of Part B or Articles 9, 10, 11, 12, 12A and 21 of Part C, then nothing in such Article shall render it unlawful for any person to cause or permit a Vehicle which displays in the Relevant Position a Disabled Person’s Badge and a Parking Disc (on which the Driver, or other person in charge of the Vehicle, has marked the time at which the period of waiting began) to wait in any Restricted Road or Parking Place, for a period not exceeding three hours (not being a period separated by an interval of less than one hour from a previous period of waiting by the same Vehicle in the same length of Road on the same day).
PROVIDED THAT such period of waiting shall not be within a period during which the Loading or Unloading of a Vehicle is prohibited or restricted
AND PROVIDED THAT such badge and Parking Disc are being used in accordance with any regulations made for their use as may be in force from time to time.
GENERAL EXEMPTIONS FROM PROHIBITIONS AND REGULATIONS 
37. (1)	Where a paragraph in this Article is referred to as applying in a specific Article in Parts B or C, then nothing in that Article shall prevent any person from causing or permitting any Vehicle to wait, stop, Load or Unload in any Restricted Road, or to wait in any part of a Parking Place if the use of that Parking Place has not been suspended, for so long as may be necessary to carry out the action set out in that paragraph:
(a) to enable a person to board or alight from the Vehicle;
(b) to enable a Vehicle if it cannot be conveniently used for such purpose in any other Road to be used in connection with any of the following operations, namely:
(i) a funeral, as a Hearse or the Vehicle of the chief mourner;
(ii) the removal of any obstruction to traffic;
(iii) the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of any Restricted Road;
(iv) any excavation or demolition works to properties fronting onto the Restricted Road;
(c) to enable any Statutory Undertaker or Local Authority (or, in either case, their authorised agent) to carry out its duties on or adjacent to the Restricted Road or Parking Place; 
(d) if the Postal Vehicle is waiting in a Restricted Road or Parking Place and is at the time engaged in the collection or delivery of Postal Packets to or from premises or posting boxes in or adjacent to that Restricted Road or Parking Place and the Postal Vehicle is only waiting so long as is necessary to enable the delivery or collection of those Postal Packets;
(e) if the Vehicle is waiting in a Restricted Road and is at that time engaged in connection with the servicing of a telephone kiosk in the Road, and the Vehicle is waiting only for so long as is necessary to enable the telephone kiosk to be serviced;
(f) if a Vehicle is waiting or stopped in any case where the Driver of the Vehicle is:
(i) prevented from proceeding by circumstances beyond his control;
(ii) obliged to do so to prevent an accident; or
(iii) required by law to wait or stop;
(g) to enable the Vehicle to wait as authorised and described on a Valid Dispensation Certificate provided such certificate is displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position unless it is a virtual Dispensation Certificate which exempts them from displaying the certificate;
(h) to enable the Vehicle to wait as authorised by a Permit issued by Newcastle City Council provided such Permit is displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position unless it is a Valid Virtual Permit which exempts them from displaying the Permit;
(i) where anything is done in accordance with any restrictions or requirement indicated by Traffic Signs placed on the highway or Road by or on behalf of Northumbria Police;
(j) if the Vehicle is waiting on any Restricted Road while any gate or other barrier at the entrance to premises to which the Vehicle requires access or from which it has emerged is being opened or closed if it is not reasonably practicable for the Vehicle to wait otherwise than on that Road or Carriageway while such gate or barrier is being opened or closed;
(k) if the Vehicle is a Bus parking on the Barrack Road section of the A189 Barrack Road Ponteland Road and Grandstand Road on Match Days on the direction of the Police;
(l) if the Vehicle is being used, on the West Central Route from the boundary of Newcastle upon Tyne with the Metropolitan Borough of Gateshead northwards to its junction with Strawberry Place, which has the permission of the Council;
(m) if the Vehicle is left in a Payment Parking Place where there is a Parking Ticket Machine and there is, on every Parking Ticket Machine relating to that Parking Place, or in or adjacent to the Parking Space in which the Vehicle is left, a sign or notice placed by the Council indicating that the Parking Ticket Machine is out of order;
(n) if Goods are being offered for sale from the Vehicle by a person licensed by the Council to sell Goods from a stationary pitch situated in the Parking Place;
(o) To enable a Taxi to stop for so long only as may be required to enable a waiting passenger to board or alight the Vehicle.
(p) To enable a Vehicle displaying a Disabled Person’s Badge in the Relevant Position to stop for so long only as may be required to enable a Disabled Person to get into or out of the Vehicle.
(q) If the Vehicle is being used with the permission of an Authorised Person.


PART E – CONDUCT OF PARKING PLACES
GENERAL PROVISIONS
38. (1) The limits of each Parking Bay in a Parking Place shall be indicated by the Council by the appropriate Road Markings and Traffic Signs.
(2) The number and dimensions of Parking Bays in each Parking Place shall be determined by the Council.
(3) The Council shall install and maintain in proper working order at least one Parking Ticket Machine in such a position as it thinks fit in the vicinity of each Payment Parking Place.
(4) The Council may illuminate a Parking Place and erect notices and signs in the vicinity of a Parking Place in such manner and to such extent as it thinks fit.
(5) The Council may carry out such other work as is reasonably necessary for the purposes of the satisfactory operation of the Parking Place.
MAXIMUM PERIOD OF STAY
39. (1) No person shall cause or permit any Vehicle to wait in a Parking Place for longer than the Maximum Period of waiting relating to that Parking Place as specified in the Map Schedule;
(2) No person shall cause or permit any Vehicle to wait in a Parking Place if a period of less than the No Return Period specified in the Map Schedule relating to that Parking Place has elapsed since the termination during the Permitted Hours of the last period of waiting by that Vehicle on the same Road
(3) Nothing in this Article or Part C shall apply to:
(a) any Vehicle which is left in a Parking Place in any of the circumstances specified in Articles 33, 36, 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f);
(b) any Vehicle which is left in a Permit Parking Place whilst there is displayed on that Vehicle in the Relevant Position a Valid Parking Permit or, in respect of which there has been issued a Valid Virtual Parking Permit; or
(c) any Vehicle which is left in a Suspended Parking Place whilst there is displayed on that Vehicle in the Relevant Position a Valid Reservation Permit or, in respect of which there has been issued a Valid Virtual Reservation Permit
MANNER OF STANDING
40. (1) Subject to paragraphs (2) and (3) of this Article, a Vehicle left in a Parking Place shall stand so that every part of the Vehicle is wholly within the limits of any Parking Bay. Where a Parking Place is situated at the edge of a Carriageway, the part of the Parking Place which is available for use for parking under this Order shall only be that part of the Carriageway falling within the Parking Place up to the edge of the Carriageway.
(2)	In respect of Payment Parking Places, PROVIDED THAT:
(a) A separate charge is paid in respect of each of the Parking Bays in which a Vehicle is left; and
(b) The other provisions set out in this order are complied with a Vehicle which exceeds the length of a single Parking Bay shall stand so that every part of the Vehicle is wholly within the limits of two adjacent Parking Bays.
(3)	A Pedal Cycle  left in a Parking Place designated by Article 21 shall stand so that:
(a) It is parallel with such stand, rack or such other device for securing cycles as may be provided at the Parking Place; and
(b) It does not obstruct access to or egress from any other stand, rack or such other device for securing cycles as may be provided at the Parking Place.
(4) Nothing in this Article shall apply to any Vehicle which is left in a Parking Place in any of the circumstances specified in Articles 33, 36, 37(a), 37(b), 37(c), 37(d) and 37(f).
(5)	Where a Vehicle is left in a Parking Place where there is no Parking Bay marked on the Carriageway, the Vehicle shall be left as near as may be reasonably possible to the edge of the Carriageway.
(6)	No person shall cause or permit a Vehicle to be left in a Parking Place except in accordance with this Article
RESTRICTON ON USE OF PARKING PLACES
41. (1)	Subject to paragraphs (2) and (3) of this Article, no person shall cause or permit any Vehicle, while it is in a Parking Place, to be used in connection with the sale or offering for sale of any Goods or services in any capacity.
(2)	A person shall not be prevented under the provisions of paragraph (1) from selling Goods from a	Vehicle if:
(a) The Vehicle is of the type authorised to the use Parking Place and the Goods are immediately delivered at or taken into the premises adjacent to the Vehicle from which the sale is effected; or
(b) The Vehicle is waiting for the purposes of Delivering or Collecting Goods or Loading or Unloading the Vehicle at premises adjacent to the Parking Place and the Vehicle does not wait for more than ten minutes.
(3)	Nothing in this Article shall prevent the Driver of a Taxi using that Vehicle for the purpose of plying for hire whilst it is within any Taxi Parking Place
42. No person shall carry out or permit the carrying out of any work of construction or repair to any Vehicle while it is in a Parking Place, except such work as may be necessary to enable the Vehicle to be moved from the Parking Place
REMOVAL AND CUSTODY OF VEHICLES
43. (1)	Subject to paragraph (2) of this Article, where, in relation to a Vehicle left in a Parking Place, there has been a Contravention of this order or a provision of this order has not been complied with, the Council may alter or cause to be altered the position of the Vehicle or remove or cause the Vehicle to be removed from the Parking Place.
(2)	In the case of a Vehicle removed from a Parking Place, the Council shall provide for its safe	custody
(3)	When it appears to the Council or the chief officer of police that there is an emergency, they may	move or provide for the removal of any Vehicle left in a Parking Place.
SUSPENSION OF PARKING PLACES
44. (1)	The Council may suspend the use of a Parking Place, or any part of a Parking Place whenever it considers such suspension to be reasonably necessary:
(a) To secure the expeditious, convenient or safe movement of traffic;
(b) For the purposes of any Statutory Undertaker or Local Authority carrying out its duties in the highway or Road;
(c) On any occasion on which it is likely by reason of some special attraction that the Road will be thronged or obstructed;
(d) For the convenience of occupiers of premises adjacent to the Parking Place, or of the occupiers of premises where the principal access to those premises is in the immediate vicinity of the Parking Place, at times of weddings or funerals, or on other special occasions; or
(e) For such other purpose as the Council may consider to the reasonable,
and may vary or revoke such suspension
(2)	Subject to paragraph (3) where the use of a Parking Place, or any part of a Parking Place, has been suspended pursuant to sub-paragraph (1), the Council shall:
(a) Subject to paragraph (4), place or cause to be place over any Parking Ticket Machine relating to the Suspended Parking Place, a red hood, indicating that the use of that Parking Place or part of the Parking Place, is suspended and that leaving Vehicles in, and Loading and Unloading Goods from, the Suspended Parking Place is prohibited; and
(b) Place or cause to be placed in or adjacent to the Suspended Parking Place, a Traffic Sign indicating that leaving Vehicle in and Loading or Unloading Goods from the Suspended Parking Place is prohibited.
(3)	Where the use of a Parking Place, or any part of a Parking Place, has been suspended pursuant to sub-paragraph (1) and the Council has issued one or more Reservation Permits, the Council shall:
(a) Subject to paragraph (4), place or cause to be place over any Parking Ticket Machine relating to the Suspended Parking Place, a green hood, indicating that the use of that Parking Place or part of the Parking Place, is suspended and that leaving Vehicles in, and Loading and Unloading Goods from, the Suspended Parking Place is prohibited; and
(b) Place or cause to be placed in or adjacent to the Suspended Parking Place, a Traffic Sign indicating that leaving Vehicle in and Loading or Unloading Goods from the Suspended Parking Place is prohibited; and
(c)   Unless there is displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position a Valid Reservation Permit for that Suspended Parking Place or, in respect of which there has been issued a Valid Virtual Reservation Permit.
(4)	Where:
(a) the use of only part of a Parking Place is suspended; and
(b) a Parking Ticket Machine is provided at that Parking Place; and
(c) the Parking Ticket Machine has been provided to issue Parking Tickets in relation to parts of the Parking Place which have not been suspended as well as the Suspended Parking Place,
paragraphs (2)(a) and (3)(a) shall not apply and the Council shall instead take the steps specified in paragraph (2)(b) or as the case may be (3)(b).
(5)	The Council may temporarily remove any Parking Ticket Machine relating to a Suspended Parking Place and any post, bracket or other support on which the Parking Ticket Machine is fitted, and where, and for so long as the Council have removed the Parking Ticket Machine pursuant to this paragraph, and the use of the parking place or part of the Parking Place is suspended:
(a) Paragraphs (2)(a) and (3)(a) cease to apply; and
(b) The Council shall instead take only the step specified in paragraph (2)(b) or, as the case may be, paragraph (3)(b).
(6)	No person shall cause or permit a Vehicle to be left in a Suspended Parking Place during such period as:
(a) Except in the circumstances specified in paragraph (5) there is over any Parking Ticket Machine relating to that Parking Place a red hood indicating that the use of the Parking Place or any part of the Parking Place is suspended pursuant to paragraph (2)(a); and
(b) There is in or adjacent to that Parking Place a Traffic Sign pursuant to paragraph (2)(b)
(7)	No person shall cause or permit a Vehicle to be left in a Suspended Parking Place during such period as:
(a) Except in the circumstances specified in paragraph (5) there is over any Parking Ticket Machine relating to that Parking Place a green hood indicating that the use of the Parking Place or any part of the Parking Place is suspended pursuant to paragraph (3)(a); and
(b) There is in or adjacent to that Parking Place a Traffic Sign placed pursuant to paragraph (3)(b),
unless there is displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position a Valid Reservation Permit for that Suspended Parking Place or, in respect of which there has been issued a Valid Virtual Reservation Permit.
(8)	For the avoidance of doubt but without prejudice to its continued validity on the remainder of the	Parking Zone Identifier for which it was issued, a Parking Permit (other than a Reservation Permit) shall not be a Valid Parking Permit in respect of a Suspended Parking Place.
(9)	Nothing in this Article shall prejudice the power of a police constable, or a person acting under the instructions of the chief officer of police, to suspend a Parking Place pursuant to section 49(4A) of the 1984 Act.
APPLICATIONS TO SUSPEND THE USE OF A PARKING PLACE
45. (1)	The Council may consider an application to suspend a Parking Place, the application shall:
(a) Be made in writing, on a form issued by the Council and returned completed in every material respect, not less than three working days in advance of the first day when it is requested that the use of the Parking Place or part of the Parking Place be suspended;
(b) An application to suspend shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the person making the application to suspend;
(ii) The location of the Parking Place to be suspended and, where the application related only to part of the Parking Place, identify (by reference to a plan if reasonably necessary) the part of the Parking Place to which the application relates;
(iii) The date or dates during which it is required that the suspension should operate;
(iv) By reference to Article 44(1), the reason why the use of the Parking Place or any part of a Parking Place should be suspended and in the case of Article 44(1)(e) provide details of the reason and why the Council should consider it to be reasonable; and
(v) The address to which an invoice for any charge made should be forwarded; and
(c) Be signed by an authorised employee of the company or organisation making the application or, in the case of an individual, that person.
(2)	Following the receipt, by the Council, of an application under paragraph (1), the decision as to whether or not to suspend the use of the Parking Place, or part of the Parking Place, shall be at the discretion of the	Council.


PART F – PARKING CHARGES AND METHOD OF PAYMENT
[bookmark: _Toc43191945]PARKING CHARGES
46. (1)	The Parking Charge for a Vehicle left in a designated Payment Parking Place are as set out in Schedule 7, and such charges are determined by the highway within which the Parking Place is situated as indicated in Schedule 7.
(2)	The Parking Charge for each road specified in Column 1 of the table in Schedule 7 for the period specified in Column 2 of that Schedule is determined by reference to the Parking Charge set out in Column 3 of that Schedule.
47. Parking Charges may be amended from time to time by the Council as determined and publicised in accordance with statutory requirements. 
PARKING TICKET MACHINES AT PARKING PLACES
48. There shall be a Parking Ticket Machine in or adjacent to each Payment Parking Place.
49. If all Parking Ticket Machines in or adjacent to the Payment Parking Place are marked by a sign or notice placed by the Council indicating that the Parking Ticket Machine is out of order, then no charge shall be payable in respect of any Vehicle waiting in that Parking Place. 

PAYMENT OF A PARKING CHARGE
50. A person leaving a Vehicle at a Payment Parking Place during the Chargeable Hours shall pay the Parking Charge either:
(a) Pay the Parking Charge using the Parking Ticket Machine  by taking the following action:
(i) Immediately after entering the Parking Place, enter the Registration Mark of the Vehicle for which the charge is to be paid into a Parking Ticket Machine;
(ii) Enter the period of time required to begin the session and take the necessary steps to confirm the length of the parking session;
(iii) Present a Payment Card to the Parking Ticket Machine by any means indicated on that Parking Ticket Machine (such as inserting the card into the Parking Ticket Machine and entering a personal identification number, or tapping the card onto the appropriate part of the Parking Ticket Machine to enable a contactless payment);
(iv) Ensure the Parking Ticket Machine dispenses confirmation that a live parking session has been commenced upon acceptance of Payment; and
(v) Remove the Vehicle from the Parking Place before the period for which the charge has been paid (as indicated on the Parking Ticket Machine and on the Parking Ticket given by the Parking Ticket Machine) is shown, by indication of the time shown of the Parking Ticket Machine, to have elapsed; or
(b) Pay the Parking Charge using the Telephone or Electronic Payment System, by taking the following action:
(i) Immediately after entering the Parking Place, pay the charge imposed for the Vehicle being parked in the Parking Place using the Telephone or Electronic Payment System; and  
(ii) Remove the Vehicle from the Parking Place before the period for which the charge has been paid is shown, by indication of the time shown on a Handheld Device, to have elapsed.
51. Where a Driver attempts to pay the Parking Charge in accordance with one of the methods identified in Article 50 but is unable to do so, he shall pay the Parking Charge in accordance with the other Payment method identified in that Article.
INDICATIONS BY PARKING TICKETS AS EVIDENCE 
52. If at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Payment Parking Place and where either:
(a) the time shown on the clock of the Parking Ticket Machine is later than the time of expiry of the period for which the Parking Ticket was issued;
(b) the time on the Handheld Device is later than the expiry of the period for which the charge was paid as is shown on the Handheld Device; or 
(c) the time on the Telephone or Electronic Payment System is later than the expiry of the period for which the charge was paid as recorded on the Telephone or Electronic Payment System,
it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Parking Charge has been paid and that the period for which Payment was made has expired.
53. If at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Payment Parking Place and where:
(a) there is no Parking Ticket displayed on that Vehicle in the Relevant Position; 
(b) no indication is given on a Handheld Device that Payment of the Parking Charge has been made by Payment Card ; and 
(c) there is no record of the relevant charge being paid by the Telephone or Electronic Payment System. 
it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the relevant Parking Charge has not been paid.


PART G – RESIDENT PERMITS
RESIDENT PERMIT APPLICATION
54. (1)	A Resident may at any time make a Resident Permit Application in respect of a Motor Car, Invalid Carriage or Motor Cycle.
(2) A Resident Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and 
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the Resident; 
(ii) The Eligible Property which is his sole or principal place of residence;
(iii) The make, model, colour and Registration Mark of that Vehicle; 
(iv) Where the Resident knows the date on which he will, or is reasonably likely to, cease to be a Resident, that date.
(3) A Resident making a Resident Permit Application shall produce to the Council a copy of:
(a) A valid Registration Certificate in respect of the Vehicle in which the Resident Permit is being requested; and 
(b) At least one of the following documents:
(i) A tenancy agreement naming the Resident as lessee or tenant of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term including the whole of the period for which the Resident Permit is sought;
(ii) A council tax statement dated within the last three months addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property;
(iii) A bank statement dated within the last three months addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property;
(iv) A utility bill dated within the last three months addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property; or
(v) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve.
(4) Where the Vehicle in respect of which a Resident Permit Application has been made is a Work Vehicle, the Resident making the Resident Permit Application shall produce to the Council evidence that the Resident is precluded from registering the Vehicle named in the Resident Permit Application in his name because the Vehicle is a Work Vehicle.
(5) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) or (4), the Council may at any time require a Resident who has made a Resident Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Resident Permit Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in or with the Resident Permit Application, including, for the avoidance of doubt, the original of any document specified in paragraph (3).
RESIDENT PERMIT OFFER 
55. (1)	In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (2) are satisfied the Council may make a Resident Permit Offer. 
(2) The conditions referred to in paragraph (1) are that the Council is satisfied that:
(a) The person making the Resident Permit Application is: 
(i) A Resident of the Eligible Property specified in the Resident Permit Application who uses that Eligible Property as his sole or principal place of residence; and 
(ii) Either:
(A) Both:
I. The Registered Keeper of the Vehicle named in the Resident Permit Application; and
II. Specified on the Registration Certificate of that Vehicle as residing at the Eligible Property specified in the Resident Permit Application; or
(B) Precluded from registering the Vehicle named in the Resident Permit Application in his name because the Vehicle is a Work Vehicle.
(b) The Vehicle is of a type which may use the Parking Places within the Parking Zone Identifier specified in Column 3 of Schedule 5 as relating to the Eligible Property:
(c) The maximum number of Resident Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property, calculated in accordance with Article 56, would not be exceeded if the Council issued a Resident Permit as a result of the acceptance by the Resident of the Resident Permit Offer. 
(3) A Resident Permit Offer shall: 
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Resident Permit is being offered to the Resident;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Resident Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and 
(c) Subject to Article 57, request the relevant Resident Permit Fee from the Resident. 
MAXIMUM NUMBER OF RESIDENT PERMITS
56. (1)	Subject to paragraph (4) the maximum number of Resident Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be two, except in the case of Parking Zone Identifier OB5 where the maximum number of Residents Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be one.
(2) The Council shall keep a List of Streets.
(3) The Council may, after consultation with the Ward Members representing the Ward in which that street lies, include or remove a street specified in Column 1 of Schedule 5 from the List of Streets.
(4) Where a street specified in Column 1 of Schedule 5 appears on the List of Streets:
(a) Paragraph (1) shall not apply to that street; and
(b) The maximum number of Resident Permits which the Council may issue in respect of an Eligible Property in that street shall be three.
CALCULATION OF THE RESIDENT PERMIT FEE
57. (1)	The Resident Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) Subject to paragraph (3), the Resident Permit Fee in respect of:
(a) The first Resident Permit issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5; and
(b) The second Resident Permit issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5;
(c) The third Resident Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5.
(3) Where the Council considers that the Low Emissions Discount Criteria apply to a Vehicle in respect of which a Resident Permit Application has been made, the Resident Permit Fee specified in paragraph (2) shall be reduced by the Low Emissions Discount calculated in accordance with Article 104.
(4)  The Resident Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with the situation in existence when a Resident Permit Application is made, and shall take into account any Resident Permits previously issued and any Low Emissions Discount previously applied.
(5) Without prejudice to paragraph (3), where a Resident Permit is issued for a period of less than 12 months, the full Resident Permit Fee shall be payable.
ACCEPTANCE OF A RESIDENT PERMIT OFFER
58. (1)	A Resident may accept a Resident Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that the Resident:
(a) Signs a copy of the Resident Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the signed Resident Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Resident Permit Fee as specified in the Resident Permit Offer.
[bookmark: _Hlk180406832]ISSUE OF RESIDENT PERMIT
59. (1)	Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Resident Permit Offer and the Resident Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 57 it may issue a Resident Permit to the Resident who made the Resident Permit Application.
(2) A Resident Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Resident Permit Offer and shall contain the Relevant Information.
RESIDENT PERMIT RENEWALS
60. (1)	Subject to paragraph (3), where the Council has previously issued a Resident Permit to a Resident, the Council may issue a Resident Permit Renewal Notice to the Resident.
(2) The Council will not issue Resident Permit Renewal Notice where either:
(a) The Resident Permit Holder has notified the Council in writing that they: 
(i)  Cease to be a Resident of the Eligible Property; or
(ii) Cease to be the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle, to which the Resident Permit relates, or
(b) It is not satisfied that the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 55 are satisfied.
(3) Where sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph (2) applies, the Council may require a person who has previously been issued with a Resident Permit to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 55 as they may reasonably require to verify that those conditions are satisfied.
(4) A Resident Permit Renewal Notice shall constitute a Resident Permit Offer and shall contain the information specified in paragraph (3) or Article 55.
(5) Subject to paragraph (6) the Resident Permit Fee specified in a Resident Permit Renewal Notice shall be calculated in accordance with Article 57.
(6) Where the Resident Permit Renewal Notice:
(a) Has been issued in respect of a Resident Permit which was issued for a period of less than 12 months; and
(b) Makes a Resident Permit Offer for a Resident Permit which is also to be valid for a period of less than 12 months,

then provided that the aggregate of the two periods referred to in sub-paragraphs (a) and (b) is not more than 12 months, then the Resident Permit Fee shall be as described in Column 7 of Schedule 4.
(7) A Resident Permit Offer made by a Resident Permit Renewal Notice pursuant to paragraph (4) shall be subject to the same provisions regarding its acceptance as are specified in Article 58.
(8) Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Resident Permit Offer made in the Resident Permit Renewal Notice, and the Resident Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (5), it may issue a Resident Permit to the Resident.
(9) A Resident Permit issued pursuant to paragraph (8) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Resident Permit Offer contained in the Resident Permit Renewal Notice, and shall contain the Relevant Information.
(10) Nothing in the Article shall prevent a Resident from making a Resident Permit Application pursuant to Article 54, whether to renew a Resident Permit or otherwise.
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PART H – VISITOR PERMITS
VISITOR PERMIT APPLICATION
61. (1) A Resident may at any time make a Visitor Permit Application.
(2) A Visitor Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and 
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information: 
(i) The name of the Resident; 
(ii) The Eligible Property which is his sole or principal place of residence;
(iii) The expiry date of any Parking Permit which the Visitor Permit would replace; or 
(iv) Where the Resident knows the date on which he will, or is reasonably likely to, cease to be a Resident, that date; and
(3) A Resident making a Visitor Permit Application shall produce to the Council at least one of the following documents:
(a) A tenancy agreement naming the Resident as lessee or tenant of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term including the whole of the period for which they are asking that the Visitor Permit be issued;
[bookmark: _Hlk198547884](b) A council tax statement dated within the last three months which is addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property;
(c) A bank statement dated within the last three months which is addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property;
(d) A utility bill dated within the last three months which is addressed to the Resident at the Eligible Property; or
(e) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve.
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3), the Council may at any time require a Resident who has made a Visitor Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Visitor Permit Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Visitor Permit Application.
(5) In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (6) are satisfied the Council may issue a Visitor Permit to the Resident who made the Visitor Permit Application.
(6) The conditions referred to in paragraph (5) are that:
(a) The Resident has signed a copy of the Visitor Permit Offer and returned it to the Council together with the Visitor Permit Fee; and
(b) The Council is satisfied that:
(i) The person making the Visitor Permit Application is a Resident of the Eligible Property specified in the Visitor Permit Application who uses that Eligible Property as his sole or principal place of residence; and
(ii) The maximum number of Visitor Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property, calculated in accordance with paragraph (3) of Article 62 would not be exceeded if the Council issued a Visitor Permit as a result of the Visitor Permit Application.
(7) A Visitor Permit Offer shall:
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Visitor Permit is being offered to the Resident;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Visitor Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and
(c) Request the relevant Visitor Permit Fee from the Resident.


ISSUE OF VISITOR PERMIT
62. (1)	A Resident may accept a Visitor Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that the Resident:
(a) Signs a copy of the Visitor Permit Offer and returns it to the Council: and 
(b) Submits with the Visitor Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Visitor Permit Fe as specified in the Visitor Permit Offer. 
(3) The maximum number of Visitor Permits which the Council may issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be as described in Column 5 of Schedule 4.
(4) A Visitor Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Visitor Permit Application and shall contain the Relevant Information.
VISITOR PERMIT RENEWALS
63. (1)	Subject to paragraph (3), where the Council has previously issued a Visitor Permit to a Resident, the Council may issue a Visitor Permit Renewal Notice to the Resident.
(2) The Council will not issue Visitor Permit Renewal Notice where either:
(a) The Resident Permit Holder has notified the Council in writing that they have ceased to be a Resident of the Eligible Property; or 
(b) It is not satisfied that the conditions in paragraph (6) (b) of Article 61 are satisfied.
(3) Where sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph (2) applies, the Council may require a person who has previously been issued with a Visitor Permit to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the conditions in paragraph (6) (b) of Article 61 as they may reasonably require to verify that those conditions are satisfied.
(4) A Visitor Permit Renewal Notice shall constitute a Visitor Permit Offer and shall specify the Visitor Permit Fee payable by the Resident for the renewal of the Visitor Permit.
(5) Subject to the Payment of the Visitor Permit Fee, the Council may issue a Visitor Permit to a Resident.
(6) A Visitor Permit Offer made by a Visitor Permit Renewal Notice pursuant to paragraph (4) shall be subject to the same provisions regarding its acceptance as are specified in paragraph (2) of Article 61.
(7) Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Visitor Permit Offer made in the Visitor Permit Renewal Notice, and the Visitor Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (5), it may issue a Visitor Permit to the Resident.
(8) A Visitor Permit issued pursuant to paragraph (7) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Visitor Permit Offer contained in the Visitor Permit Renewal Notice and shall contain the Relevant Information.
(9)  Nothing in the Article shall prevent a Resident from making a Visitor Permit Application pursuant to Article 61, whether to renew a Visitor Permit or otherwise.


PART I – BUSINESS PERMITS
BUSINESS PERMIT APPLICATION
64. (1)	A Business may at any time make a Business Permit Application.
(2) A Business Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and 
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information: 
(i) The name of the Business; 
(ii) The Eligible Property which is used by the Business as a Business Property;
(iii) Where the Business Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle, the make, model, colour and Registration Mark of that Vehicle; 
(iv) The expiry date of any Parking Permit which the Business Permit would replace; and 
(v) Where the Business knows the date on which it will, or is reasonably likely to, cease to occupy the Eligible Property for the purposes of its business, that date.
(3) A Business making a Business Permit Application shall produce to the Council:
(a) Where the Business Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle, a valid Registration Certificate in respect of that Vehicle; 
(b) At least one of the following documents:
(i) A tenancy agreement naming the Business as lessee or tenant of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term including the whole of the period for which the Business Permit is sought;
(ii) A bank statement dated within the last three months which is addressed to the Business at the Eligible Property;
(iii) A utility bill dated within the last three months which is addressed to the Business at the Eligible Property; or
(iv) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve. The letterhead used by the Business; and Evidence that the Eligible Property is a Business Property
(c) The letterhead used by the Business; and
(d) Evidence that the Eligible Property is a Business Property
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) the Council may at any time require a Business which has made a Business Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Business Permit Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Business Permit Application.
BUSINESS PERMIT OFFER 
65. (1)	In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (2) are satisfied the Council may make a Business Permit Offer.
(2) The conditions referred to in paragraph (1) are that the Council is satisfied that: 
(a) The Eligible Property is: 
(i) A Business Property; and 
(ii) Used by the Business for the purposes of its business;
(b) Where the Business Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle:
(i) The Business making the Business Permit Application is the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle named in the Business Permit Application; and 
(ii) That Vehicle is of a type which may use the Parking Places within the Parking Zone Identifier specified in Column 3 of Schedule 5 as relating to the Eligible Property; 
(c) The maximum number of Business Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property is in accordance with Article 103 as relating to the Eligible Property.
(3) A Business Permit Offer shall: 
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Business Permit is being offered to the Business;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Business Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and 
(c) Subject to Article 66, request the relevant Business Permit Fee from the Business. 
CALCULATION OF THE BUSINESS PERMIT FEE
66. (1)	The Business Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) Subject to paragraph (3) the Business Permit Fee in respect of:
(a) The first and second Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Low (Tier 1-2) Business Permit Fee, specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8;
(b) The third, fourth and fifth Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Medium (Tier 3-5) Business Permit Fee specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8;
(c) The sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Higher (Tier 6-10) Business Permit Fee, specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8.
(3) Where the Council considers that the following conditions specified below have been satisfied, the Business Permit Fee specified in paragraph (2) shall be reduced by the Low Emissions Discount calculated in accordance with Article 104.  
The conditions are that:
(a) The Business Permit Application has been made in relation to a specific Vehicle; and
(b) The Low Emissions Discount Criteria apply to that Vehicle.
(4) The Business Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with the situation in existence when a Business Permit Application is made, and shall take into account any Business Permits previously issued and any discount previously applied.
(5) Without prejudice to paragraph (3), where a Business Permit is issued for a period of less than 12 months, the full Business Permit Fee shall be payable.
ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUSINESS PERMIT OFFER
67. (1)	A Business may accept a Business Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that the Business:
(a) Acting by a duly authorised officer, signs a copy of the Business Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the signed Business Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Business Permit Fee as specified in the Business Permit Offer.
ISSUE OF BUSINESS PERMIT
68. (1)	Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Business Permit Offer and the Business Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 66 it may issue a Business Permit to the Business which made the Business Permit Application.
(2) A Business Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Business Permit Offer and shall contain the Relevant Information.
BUSINESS PERMIT RENEWALS
69. (1)	Subject to paragraph (3), where the Council has previously issued a Business Permit to a Business, the Council may issue a Business Permit Renewal Notice to the Business.
(2) The Council will not issue Business Permit Renewal Notice where either:
(a) The Business Permit Holder has notified the Council in writing that: 
(i) The Eligible Property has ceased to be a Business Property for the purposes of its business; or
(ii) The Business Permit Holder has ceased to use the Eligible Property for the purposes of its business; or
(iii) Where the Business Permit relates to a specific Vehicle, it has ceased to be the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle to which the Business Permit relates; or
(b) It is not satisfied that the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 65 are satisfied.
(3) Where sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph (2) applies, the Council may require a person who has previously been issued with a Business Permit to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 65 as they may reasonably require to verify that those conditions are satisfied.
(4) A Business Permit Renewal Notice shall constitute a Business Permit Offer and shall contain the information specified in paragraph (3) or Article 65.
(5) Subject to paragraph (6) the Business Permit Fee specified in a Business Permit Renewal Notice shall be calculated in accordance with Article 66.
(6) Where the Business Permit Renewal Notice:
(a) Has been issued in respect of a Business Permit which was issued for a period of less than 12 months; and
(b) Makes a Business Permit Offer for a Business Permit which is also to be valid for a period of less than 12 months,
then provided that the aggregate of the two periods referred to in sub-paragraphs (a) and (b) is not more than 12 months, then the Business Permit Fee shall be as described in Column 7 of Schedule 4.
(7) A Business Permit Offer made by a Business Permit Renewal Notice pursuant to paragraph (4) shall be subject to the same provisions regarding its acceptance as are specified in Article 67.
(8) Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Business Permit Offer made in the Business Permit Renewal Notice, and the Business Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (5), it may issue a Business Permit to the Business.
(9) A Business Permit issued pursuant to paragraph (8) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Business Permit Offer contained in the Business Permit Renewal Notice, and shall contain the Relevant Information.
(10) Nothing in the Article shall prevent a Business from making a Business Permit Application pursuant to Article 64, whether to renew a Business Permit or otherwise.
 


PART J – CHARITY PERMITS
CHARITY PERMIT APPLICATION
70. (1)	A Charity may at any time make a Charity Permit Application.
(2) A Charity Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the Charity;
(ii) The Eligible Property which is used by the Charity for Charitable Purposes;
(iii) Where the Charity Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle, the make, model, colour and Registration Mark of that Vehicle;
(iv) The expiry date of any Parking Permit which the Charity Permit would replace; and
(v) Where the Charity knows the date on which it will, or is reasonably likely to, cease to use the Eligible Property for Charitable Purposes, that date.
(3) A Charity making a Charity Permit Application shall produce to the Council:
(a) Where the Charity Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle, a valid Registration Certificate in respect of that Vehicle;
(b) The letterhead used by the Charity;
(c) At least one of the following:
(i) The Registered Charity Number;
(ii) A number provided by Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs in connection with Gift Aid recoveries; or
(iii) Confirmation from the Charity Commission that the Charity is an Excepted Charity or an Exempt Charity, or is otherwise exempt or excepted from registration; and
(d) At least one of the following documents:
(i) A tenancy agreement naming the Charity as lessee or tenant of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term including the whole of the period for which the Charity Permit is sought;
(ii) A bank statement addressed to the Charity at the Eligible Property;
(iii) A utility bill addressed to the Charity at the Eligible Property; or
(iv) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve.
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) the Council may at any time require a Charity which has made a Charity Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Charity Permit Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Charity Permit Application
CHARITY PERMIT OFFER
71. (1)	In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (2) are satisfied the Council may make a Charity Permit Offer.
(2) The conditions referred to in paragraph (1) are that the Council is satisfied that:
(a) The Eligible Property is used by the Charity for Charitable Purposes;
(b) Where the Charity Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle:
(i) The Charity making the Charity Permit Application is the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle named in the Charity Permit Application; and
(ii) That Vehicle is of a type which may use the Parking Places within the Parking Zone Identifier specified in Column 3 of Schedule 5 as relating to the Eligible Property;
(c) The maximum number of Charity Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property is in accordance with Article 103 as relating to the Eligible Property.
(3) A Charity Permit Offer shall:
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Charity Permit is being offered to the Charity;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Charity Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and
(c) Subject to Article 72, request the relevant Charity Permit Fee from the Charity.
(4) For the avoidance of doubt, without prejudice to its discretion not to make a Charity Permit Offer pursuant to paragraph (1), and notwithstanding Column 5 of Schedule 4, the Council may refuse to make a Charity Permit Offer where it is satisfied that the issue of a Charity Permit would have an unacceptably detrimental effect on the availability of Parking Space for the holders of Resident Permits and Visitor Permits and any other Non-Residential Permits during the Charge Period.
CALCULATION OF THE CHARITY PERMIT FEE
72. (1)	The Charity Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) Subject to paragraph (3) the Charity Permit Fee in respect of:
(a) The first and second Charity Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Lower (Tier 1-2) Charity Permit Fee, specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8;
(b) The third, fourth and fifth Charity Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Medium (Tier 3-5) Charity Permit Fee, specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8;
(c) The sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth Charity Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property shall be the Higher (Tier 6-10) Charity Permit Fee, specified in Schedule 4, applicable to that Eligible Property, specified in Schedule 5 and Schedule 8.
(3) Where the Council considers that both of the conditions specified in paragraph (4) have been satisfied, the Charity Permit Fee specified in paragraph (2) shall be reduced by the Low Emissions Discount calculated in accordance with Article 104.
(4) The conditions referred to in paragraph (3) are that:
(a) The Charity Permit Application has been made in relation to a specific Vehicle; and
(b) The Low Emissions Discount Criteria apply to that Vehicle.
(5) The Charity Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with the situation in existence when the Charity Permit Application is made, and shall take into account any Charity Permits previously issued and any discount previously applied.
(6) Without prejudice to paragraph (3), where a Charity Permit is issued for a period of less than 12 months, the full Charity Permit Fee shall be payable.
ACCEPTANCE OF THE CHARITY PERMIT OFFER
73. (1)	A Charity may accept a Charity Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that the Charity:
(a) Acting by its trustees or through some other person duly authorised to do so on their behalf, signs a copy of the Charity Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the signed Charity Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Charity Permit Fee as specified in the Charity Permit Offer.
ISSUE OF CHARITY PERMIT
74. (1)	Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Charity Permit Offer and the Charity Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 72 it may issue a Charity Permit to the Charity which made the Charity Permit Application.
(2) A Charity Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Charity Permit Offer and shall contain the Relevant Information.
CHARITY PERMIT RENEWALS
75. (1)	Subject to paragraph (3), where the Council has previously issued a Charity Permit to a Charity, the Council may issue a Charity Permit Renewal Notice to the Charity.
(2) The Council Permit Holder will not issue Charity Permit Renewal Notice where either:
(a) The Charity Permit Holder has notified the Council in writing that:
(i) The Charity has ceased to be a Charity; or
(ii) The Charity has ceased to use the Eligible Property for Charitable Purposes; or
(iii) Where the Charity Permit relates to a specific Vehicle, the Charity has ceased to be the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle to which the Charity Permit relates; or
(b) It is not satisfied that the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 71 are satisfied.
(3) Where sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph (2) applies, the Council may require a person who has previously been issued with a Charity Permit to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the conditions in paragraph (2) of Article 71 as they may reasonably require to verify that those conditions are satisfied.
(4) A Charity Permit Renewal Notice shall constitute a Charity Permit Offer and shall contain the information specified in paragraph (3) of Article 71.
(5) Subject to paragraph (6) the Charity Permit Fee specified in a Charity Permit Renewal Notice shall be calculated in accordance with Article 72.
(6) Where the Charity Permit Renewal Notice:
(a) Has been issued in respect of a Charity Permit which was issued for a period of less than 12 months; and
(b) Makes a Charity Permit Offer for a Charity Permit which is also to be valid for a period of less than 12 months,
then, provided that the aggregate of the two periods referred to in sub-paragraphs (a) and (b) is not more than 12 months, then the Charity Permit Fee shall be as described in Column 7 of Schedule 4.
(7) A Charity Permit Offer made by Charity Permit Renewal Notice pursuant to paragraph (4) shall be subject to the same provisions regarding its acceptance as are specified in Article 71.
(8) Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Charity Permit Offer made in the Charity Permit Renewal Notice, and the Charity Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (5), it may issue a Charity Permit to the Charity.
(9) A Charity Permit issued pursuant to paragraph (8) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Charity Permit Offer contained in the Charity Permit Renewal Notice, and shall contain the Relevant Information.
	
	
	



(10) Nothing in this Article shall prevent a Charity from making a Charity Permit Application pursuant to Article 70, whether to renew a Charity Permit or otherwise.
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PART K – SUPPLEMENTARY PERMITS
CATEGORY 1 SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT APPLICATIONS
76. (1)	A Resident may at any time make a Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application in respect of an Eligible Property.
(2) A Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application shall:
a. Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and
b. Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the Resident;
(ii) The Eligible Property which is their sole or principal place of residence; and
(iii) Whether the Application is for:
1. A Book of Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits; or
2. A Book of Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits
(3) A Resident making a Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application shall produce to the Council at least one of the documents specified in Article 54(3)(b).
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) the Council may at any time require the Resident who has made a Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Application.
CATEGORY 2 SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT APPLICATIONS
77. (1)	A Landlord or a Management Agent may make a Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application in respect of an Eligible Property.
(2) A Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of:
1. The Landlord of the Eligible Property; and
2. Any Management Agent which is legally responsible for the Eligible Property; and
(ii) The address of the Eligible Property.
(3) A Landlord making a Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application shall produce to the Council either:
(a) A tenancy agreement, naming the Landlord as Landlord of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term; or
(b) Evidence that the Eligible Property is being actively marketed with a view to entering an agreement of the kind specified in sub-paragraph (a).
(4) A Management Agent making a Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application shall produce to the Council the following:
(i) Either:
(A) A tenancy agreement, naming the Landlord as Landlord of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term; or
(B) Evidence that the Eligible Property is being, or will soon be, actively marketed with a view to entering an agreement of the kind specified in sub-paragraph (A); and
(ii) The agreement appointing the Management Agent to let or to carry out its rights and duties under a tenancy agreement in respect of an Eligible Property.
(5) Where the Landlord is unable to produce the information specified in paragraph (3), or where a Management Agent is unable to produce the information specified in paragraph (4) the Landlord or (as the case may be) the Management Agent shall produce to the Council such other document as the Council may, at its absolute discretion, approve.
(6) Without prejudice to paragraphs (3) (4) and (5) the Council may at any time require the Landlord or (as the case may be) the Management Agent who has made a Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Application.
CATEGORY 3 SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT APPLICATIONS
78. (1)	A Business may make a Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application in respect of an Eligible Property.
(2) A Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the Business; and
(ii) The address of the Eligible Property which is used by the Business as a Business Property;
(3) A Business making a Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application shall produce to the Council:
(a) At least one of the following documents:
(i) A tenancy agreement naming the Business as lessee or tenant of the Eligible Property for an unexpired term including the whole of the period for which they are asking that the Business Permit be issued;
(ii) A bank statement addressed to the Business at the Eligible Property;
(iii) A utility bill addressed to the Business at the Eligible Property; or
(iv) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve.
(b) The letterhead used by the Business; and
(c) Evidence that the Eligible Property is a Business Property.
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) the Council may at any time require the Business which has made a Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Application.
CATEGORY 4 SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT APPLICATIONS
79. (1)	A Tradesman may make a Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application in respect of an Eligible Property.
(2) A Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect; and
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of:
1. The Resident, Landlord or Management Agent of the Eligible Property who has asked the Tradesman to carry out works, or provide services, at that Eligible Property; and
2. The Tradesman;
(ii) The nature of the business of the Tradesman and the address of the Tradesman;
(iii) The address of the Eligible Property;
(iv) The nature of the works which the Tradesman is to carry out at the Eligible Property; and
(v) In the case of an application for a Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit, the date upon which the Tradesman believes the week will commence.
(3) A Tradesman making a Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application shall produce to the Council either:
(a) A written contract with the Resident, Landlord or Management Agent for the Tradesman to carry out works at the Eligible Property; or
(b) Supporting evidence from the Resident, Landlord or Management Agent that the Tradesman has been engaged to carry out works at the Eligible Property; or
(c) Such other document as the Council may at its absolute discretion approve.
(4) Without prejudice to paragraph (3) the Council may at any time require the Tradesman who has made a Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Application.
SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT OFFER
80. (1)	In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (2) are satisfied the Council may make a Supplementary Permit Offer.
(2) The conditions referred to in paragraph (1) are that:
(a) Either:
(i) In respect of a Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application the Council is satisfied that:
1. The person making the Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application:
a. Is a Resident of the Eligible Property specified in the Application; and
b. Uses the Eligible Property as their sole or principal place of residence; and
2. The maximum number of Category 1 Supplementary Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property, calculated in accordance with Article 81, would not be exceeded if the Council issued a Book of Category 1 Supplementary Permits as a result of the acceptance by the Resident of the Category 1 Supplementary Permit Offer; or
(ii) In respect of a Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application the Council is satisfied that:
1. The person making the Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application is either:
a. The Landlord; or
b. A Management Agent appointed by the Landlord, of the Eligible Property specified in the Application; and
2. The Eligible Property is either:
a. Let to a third party for an unexpired term; or
b. Being, or soon to be, actively marketed with a view to entering an agreement of the kind specified in sub- paragraph (I); and
3. The maximum number of Category 2 Supplementary Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property, calculated in accordance with Article 81, would not be exceeded if the Council issued a Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits as a result of the acceptance by the Landlord or, as the case may be, the Management Agent, of the Category 2 Supplementary Permit Offer; or
(iii) In respect of a Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application the Council is satisfied that:
1. The person making the Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application is a Business;
2. The Eligible Property in respect of which the Application has been made is:
a. A Business Property; and
b. Used by the Business for Business purposes; and
3. The maximum number of Category 3 Supplementary Permits which may be issued in relation to that Eligible Property, calculated in accordance with Article 81, would not be exceeded if the Council issued a Book of Category 3 Supplementary Permits as a result of the acceptance by the Business of the Category 3 Supplementary Permit Offer; or
(iv) In respect of a Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application the Council is satisfied that:
1. The person making the Application is a Tradesman who has been asked by the Resident, Landlord or Management Agent of an Eligible Property to carry out works, or provide services, at that Eligible Property; and
2. In the case of an application for a Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit, that the works or services to be carried out at the Eligible Property are of such a nature that it would be reasonable to issue a Permit which is valid for a week; and
(b) In respect of any Supplementary Permit Application that, taking into account:
(i) The number of Supplementary Permits previously issued in respect of an Eligible Property; and
(ii) The number of Parking Permits issued for use within the Parking Zone Identifier to which the Supplementary Permit would be a Valid Supplementary Permit,
the issue of the Supplementary Permit, or Book of Supplementary Permits, would not have an unacceptably detrimental effect on the availability of Parking Space for the holders of Resident Permits and Visitor Permits and Non-Residential Permits during the Charge Period.
(3) A Supplementary Permit Offer shall:
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Supplementary Permit (or Book of Supplementary Permits) is being offered;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Supplementary Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and
(c) Subject to Article 82, request the relevant Supplementary Permit Fee from the person making the Supplementary Permit Application.
MAXIMUM NUMBER OF SUPPLEMENTARY PERMITS
81. (1)	The maximum number of Supplementary Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be determined in accordance with this Article.
(2) Subject to paragraph (3), the maximum number of:
(a) Category 1 Supplementary Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be 60 per annum;
(b) Category 2 Supplementary Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be 30 per annum;
(c) Category 3 Supplementary Permits which the Council will issue in respect of an Eligible Property shall be 30 per annum;
(3) In this Article and Article 80, the terms ‘annum’ and ‘year’ mean any 12 month period and in considering whether or not the maxima specified in paragraph (2) of this Article would be exceeded, and in calculating the Supplementary Permit Fee pursuant to Article 82, the Council shall consider a period commencing 12 months before the date of its receipt of the application for the Supplementary Permit in respect of which such consideration or calculation is being undertaken.
CALCULATION OF THE SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT FEE
82. (1)	The relevant Supplementary Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) Subject to paragraph (3) of Article 80, the Supplementary Permit Fee in respect of:
(a) Category 1 Supplementary Permits shall:
(i) For a Book of Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4; or
(ii) For a Book of Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(b) Category 2 Supplementary Permits shall:
(i) For the first Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(ii) For the second Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(iii) For the third Book of Category 2 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(c) Category 3 Supplementary Permits shall:
(i) For the first Book of Category 3 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(ii) For the second Book of Category 3 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(iii) For the third Book of Category 3 Supplementary Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property in any year, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(d) Category 4 Supplementary Permits shall:
(i) For a Day Category 4 Supplementary Permit, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4; or
(ii) For a Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit, be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(3) The Supplementary Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with the situation in existence when a Supplementary Permit Application is received by the Council, and shall take into account any Supplementary Permits previously issued and any discount previously applied.
ACCEPTANCE OF THE SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT OFFER
83. (1)	A person may accept a Supplementary Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that:
(a) The person who made the Supplementary Permit Application, or, in the case of a Landlord, Management Agent, Business or Tradesman, that person acting by a duly authorised officer, signs a copy of the Supplementary Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the Supplementary Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Supplementary Permit Fee as specified in the Supplementary Permit Offer.
ISSUE OF SUPPLEMENTARY PERMIT
84. (1)	Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Supplementary Permit Offer and the Supplementary Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 82 it may issue, as the case may be:
(a) A Book of Full Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits to the person who made the Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application relating to such Permits; or
(b) A Book of Half Day Category 1 Supplementary Permits to the person who made the Category 1 Supplementary Permit Application relating to such Permits; or
(c) A Book of 10 Category 2 Supplementary Permits to the person who made the Category 2 Supplementary Permit Application; or
(d) A Book of 10 Category 3 Supplementary Permits to the person who made the Category 3 Supplementary Permit Application; or
(e) A Day Category 4 Supplementary Permit to the person who made the Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application relating to such Permits; or
(f) A Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit to the person who made the Category 4 Supplementary Permit Application relating to such Permits.
(2) A Supplementary Permit (or, as the case may be a Book of Supplementary Permits) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Supplementary Permit Offer.
	
	
	



(3) Each Supplementary Permit shall contain the Relevant Information.

PUBLIC AUTHORITY PERMIT APPLICATIONS
85. (1)	A Public Authority may make a Public Authority Permit Application.
(2) A Public Authority Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect;
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the Public Authority making the Public Authority Permit Application;
(ii) The nature of business of the Public Authority; and
(iii) The operational reason (by reference to its powers and duties and the nature of its work) why the Public Authority would require a Public Authority Permit;
(3) The Council may at any time require a Public Authority which has made a Public Authority Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Application as they may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Application.
PUBLIC AUTHORITY PERMIT OFFER
86. (1)	In the event that the conditions set out in paragraph (2) are satisfied the Council may make a Public Authority Permit Offer.
(2) The conditions referred to in paragraph (1) are that the Council is satisfied that:
(a) The person making the Public Authority Permit Application:
(i) Is a Public Authority; and
(ii) Has an operational reason (because of its powers and duties and the nature of its work) for a Public Authority Permit; and
(b) Taking into account the factors specified in paragraph (3):
(i) The issue of the Public Authority Permit would not have an unacceptably detrimental effect on the availability of Parking Space for the holders of Resident Permits and Visitor Permits and Non-Residential Permits during the Charge Period; and
(ii) It is reasonably necessary to issue a Public Authority Permit to facilitate the operations of the Public Authority.
(3) The factors referred to in sub-paragraph (2)(b) are:
(a) The number of Public Authority Permits previously issued to that Public Authority; and
(b) The number of Parking Permits previously issued for the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Public Authority Permit would be a Valid Public Authority Permit.
(4) A Public Authority Permit Offer shall:
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Public Authority Permit is being offered;
(b) Specify the Parking Zone Identifier in which the Public Authority Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and
(c) Request the relevant Public Authority Permit Fee from the person making the Public Authority Permit Application.
ACCEPTANCE OF PUBLIC AUTHORITY PERMIT OFFER
87. (1)	A person may accept a Public Authority Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that:
(a) The Public Authority who made the Public Authority Permit Application, acting by a duly authorised officer, signs a copy of the Public Authority Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the Public Authority Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Public Authority Permit Fee as specified in the Public Authority Permit Offer.
ISSUE OF PUBLIC AUTHORITY PERMIT
88. (1)	Once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Public Authority Permit Offer and the Public Authority Permit Fee, it may issue a Public Authority Permit.
(2) A Public Authority Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Public Authority Permit Offer, and shall contain the Relevant Information.





PART M – RESERVATION PERMITS
PERMIT APPLICATION
89. (1)	Where an application to suspend has been made pursuant to Article 45, requesting that a Parking Place or part of a Parking Place be suspended under Article 44, the person who made the Application to Suspend may also make a Reservation Permit Application.
(2) A Reservation Permit Application shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council not less than three working days in advance of the first day when it is requested that the use of the Parking Place, or part of the Parking Place, be suspended, and which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect;
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a), contain the following information:
(i) The name and address of the person making the Reservation Permit Application;
(ii) The information specified in sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph (2) of Article 45; and
(iii) Where the Reservation Permit is to relate to a specific Vehicle, the make, model, colour and Registration Mark of that Vehicle, or the name of the business operating the Vehicle, or some other appropriate means of identifying the Vehicle as may be approved by the Council; and
(3) The Council may at any time require the person who has made a Reservation Permit Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Reservation Permit Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Reservation Permit Application.
RESERVATION PERMIT OFFER
90. (1)	In the event that the Council suspends a Parking Place or part of a Parking Place under sub-paragraph (1)(d) or (1)(e) of Article 44, it may make a Reservation Permit offer in relation to any Suspended Parking Place, whether pursuant to Article 89 or otherwise.
(2) A Reservation Permit Offer shall:
(a) Set out the terms and conditions on which a Reservation Permit is being offered;
(b) Specify the Suspended Parking Place in which the Reservation Permit would be a Valid Parking Permit; and
(c) request the relevant Reservation Permit Fee calculated pursuant to Article 91 from the person making the Reservation Permit Application.
CALCULATION OF THE RESERVATION PERMIT FEE
91. (1)	The Reservation Permit Fee shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) The Reservation Permit Fee in respect of each Reservation Permit issued shall be:
(a) the sum as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4; together with
(b) for each Parking Space to which the Reservation Permit is to apply or, if there are no Parking Spaces for each length of 6.6 metres of the Parking Bay to which the Reservation Permit is to apply, the sum as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4 for each day for which the Reservation Permit is to be a Valid Reservation Permit.
ACCEPTANCE OF THE RESERVATION PERMIT OFFER
92. (1)	The person who made a Reservation Permit Application may accept a Reservation Permit Offer by complying with the conditions specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The conditions specified in paragraph (1) are that person who made a Reservation Permit Application (being, in the case of a Business which is not a sole trader or a Charity, a duly authorised officer):
(a) Signs a copy of the Reservation Permit Offer and returns it to the Council; and
(b) Submits with the Reservation Permit Offer referred to in sub-paragraph (a) the Reservation Permit Fee as specified in the Reservation Permit Offer.


ISSUE OF RESERVATION PERMIT
93. (1)	Without prejudice to paragraph (2), once the Council is in receipt of the signed copy of the Reservation Permit Offer and the Reservation Permit Fee referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 91, it may issue a Reservation Permit to the person who made a Reservation Permit Application.
(2) The Council may issue a Reservation Permit, whether pursuant to a Reservation Permit Application or otherwise.
(3) A Reservation Permit shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the Reservation Permit Offer and shall contain the Relevant Information.

PART N –RED ROUTE PERMIT
RED ROUTE PERMIT
94. (1)	The occupier of St Andrew's Church, Newgate Street may make a Red Route Permit Application to the Council for the parking of Hearses and Wedding Vehicles and any such application shall be made on a form or on an electronic form issued by and obtained from the Council and include the particulars and information required by such a form.
(2) The Council may at any time require an applicant for a Red Route Permit or a Red Route Permit Holder to produce to an officer of the Council such evidence in respect of an application for a Red Route Permit as they may reasonably require to verify the particulars or information given to them or to verify that the Red Route Permit is valid.
(3) The Council upon being satisfied that the particulars supplied are valid, shall issue to the applicant a Red Route Parking Permit.
95. (1)	Notwithstanding the provisions contained in Article 94 of this Order the Council may also grant Red Route Permits to such other persons as they may think fit.
96. (1)	A Red Route Permit Holder may surrender their Red Route Permit to the Council at any time and shall surrender such Red Route Permit to the Council on the occurrence of any of the events set out in paragraph (3) of this Article.
(2) The Council may, by notice in writing served on the Red Route Permit Holder at the address shown by that person on the application for the Red Route Permit or at any other address believed to be that person’s premises, withdraw a Red Route Permit if it appears to the Council that any one of the events set out in paragraph (3) of this Article has occurred and the Red Route Permit Holder shall surrender the Red Route Permit to the Council with 48 hours of the receipt of the aforementioned notice
(3) The events referred to in the foregoing provisions of this Article are:
(a) The Red Route Permit Holder ceasing to be an occupier of the premises specified in Article 94(1); or
(b) The issue of a duplicate Red Route Permit by the Council under the provisions of Article 98 94 of this Order; or
(c) The expiry of the period for which the Red Route Permit was issued; or
(d) Where a Red Route Permit is issued to any person upon receipt of a cheque and the cheque is subsequently dishonored, the Red Route Permit shall cease to be of any effect.
97. (1)	Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 94 of this Order, a Red Route Permit shall cease to be valid at the expiration of the period specified thereon or on the occurrence of any of the events set out in paragraph (3) of Article 96 of this Order, whichever is the earlier.
98. (1)	If a Red Route Permit is accidentally mutilated or defaced or the particulars thereon have become illegible or the colour of the Red Route Permit has become altered by fading or otherwise, the Red Route Permit Holder shall surrender it to the Council and apply to the Council for the issue of a duplicate Red Route Permit so marked and upon such issue the original Red Route Permit shall become invalid.
(2) If a Red Route Permit is lost or destroyed the Red Route Permit Holder may apply to the Council for the issue of a duplicate Red Route Permit and the Council upon being satisfied as to such loss or destruction, shall issue a duplicate Red Route Permit so marked and upon such issue the original Red Route Permit shall become invalid.
(3) All the provision of a Red Route Permit to this Order shall apply to a duplicate Red Route Permit to the same extent as they applied to the original Permit. 
99. (1)	A Red Route Permit shall be in writing and shall include the following particulars:
(a) The period during which, subject to the provisions of Article 94 of this Order, the Red Route Permit shall remain valid;
(b) An authentication that the Red Route Permit has been issued by the Council;
(c) Details of the location of the Red Route Permit Parking Place for which the Red Route Permit is valid.
100. (1)	At all times during which a Vehicle is left in the Red Route Permit Parking Place , there shall be displayed in the Relevant Position a Valid Red Route Permit issued unless , in respect of that Vehicle, there has been issued a Valid Virtual Red Route Permit.
101. (1)	When a Red Route Permit has been displayed in accordance with the provisions of Article 100 of this Order, or where a Penalty Charge has been attached to the Vehicle, no person other than an Authorised Person shall remove such Red Route Permit or notice from the Vehicle unless authorised to do so by the Driver of that Vehicle.
102. (1)	Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Order, the Council may at its discretion issue a discretionary notice allowing a specific Vehicle to wait in a Red Route Permit Parking Place during the Chargeable Hours applicable to such Parking Place.


PART O – PERMITS GENERAL
AGGREGATION OF BUSINESS PERMITS AND CHARITY PERMITS
103. (1)	No more than an aggregate of ten Non-Residential Permits shall be issued in respect of an Eligible Property.
LOW EMISSIONS DISCOUNT
104. (1)	Where Low Emissions Discount applies under this Order, it shall be calculated in accordance with this Article.
(2) In respect of Resident Permits, the Low Emissions Discount shall:
(a) In respect of a Resident Permit Application relating to the first Resident Permit to be issued in respect of an Eligible Property, be as described in paragraph 1 of Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(b) In respect of a Resident Permit Application relating to the second Resident Permit to be issued in respect of an Eligible Property:
(i) If no reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the first Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph 2(a), be as described in paragraph 1 of Column 3 of Schedule 4; or
(ii) If a reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the first Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph 2(a), be as described in paragraph 2 of Column 3 of Schedule 4
(c) In respect of a Resident Permit Application relating to the third Resident Permit to be issued in respect of an Eligible Property:
(i) If no reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for:
1. The first Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (a); and
2. The second Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (b), be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(ii) If:
1. No reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the first Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (a); and
2. A reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the second Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (b), be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4;
(iii) If:
1. A reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the First Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (a), and
2. No reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for the second Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (b); be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4; or
(iv) If a reduction has been made to the Resident Permit Fee charged for:
1. The first Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (a); and
2. The second Resident Permit pursuant to sub-paragraph (b), be as described in Column 3 of Schedule 4
(3) In respect of Business Permits, the Low Emissions Discount shall be:
(a) In respect of the first and second Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property, and to which Low Emissions Discount is applied, an amount equal to the Low (Tier 1-2) Permit Charge which applies to the Parking Place reduced by the percentage discount described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(b) In respect of the third, fourth and fifth Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property, and to which Low Emissions Discount is applied, an amount equal to the Medium (Tier 3-5) Permit Charge which applies to the Parking Place reduced by the percentage discount described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(c) In respect of the sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth Business Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property, and to which Low Emissions Discount is applied, an amount equal to the Higher (Tier 6-10) Permit Charge which applies to the Parking Place reduced by the percentage discount described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(4) In respect of Charity Permits, the Low Emissions Discount shall be:
(a) In respect of the third, fourth and fifth Charity Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property, and to which Low Emissions Discount is applied, an amount equal to the Medium (Tier 3-5) Permit Charge which applies to the Parking Place reduced by the percentage discount described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(b) In respect of the sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth Charity Permits issued in respect of an Eligible Property, and to which Low Emissions Discount is applied, an amount equal to the .High (Tier 6-10) Permit Charge which applies to the Parking Place reduced by the percentage discount described in Column 3 of Schedule 4.
(5) Low Emissions Discount shall be calculated in accordance with the situation in existence when an application for the relevant type of Parking Permit is made, and shall take into account any Parking Permits of the relevant type previously issued and any discount previously applied.
CHANGE OF VEHICLE
105. (1)	This Article applies to any Resident Permit, Business Permit, Charity Permit, Week Category 4 Supplementary Permit or City Centre Permit, which includes, on its face when issued, as part of the Relevant Information, the Registration Mark, and is valid for a period exceeding one day. 
(2) Where the person to whom a Permit of a type described in paragraph (1) has been issued wishes to amend the Permit to include details of a different Vehicle, they may make a Change of Vehicle Application to the Council and shall pay the Standard Administration Charge when submitting such application.
(3) A Change of Vehicle Application made pursuant to paragraph (2) shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect;
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a), shall contain the following information:
(i) The Permit Number of the Permit, which is to be amended; and
(ii) The make, model, colour and registration number of the Vehicle in respect of which the amended Permit is being requested.
(4) The person making a Change of Vehicle Application shall produce to the Council a valid Registration Certificate in respect of the Vehicle in respect of which the Change of Vehicle Application has been made.
(5) Without prejudice to paragraph (4) the Council may at any time require a person who has made a Change of Vehicle Application to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the Change of Vehicle Application as it may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the Change of Vehicle Application.
(6) Subject to paragraph (7), following receipt of a Change of Vehicle Application the Council shall make one of the following determinations:
(a) To issue an amended Permit; or
(b) To request further information; or
(c) To refuse to issue an amended Permit.
(7) In considering its determination pursuant to paragraph (6) the Council shall have regard to the conditions which had to be fulfilled, before it made the original offer for the relevant type of Permit  in respect of which the Change of Vehicle Application has been made.
(8) In the event that the Council makes the determination specified in paragraph (6)(a):
(a) The Council shall issue an amended Permit, to the person making the Change of Vehicle Application; and
(b) The person to whom the Council issues an amended Permit, shall return the previous Parking Permit.


REFUNDS
106. (1)	A Resident Permit, Business Permit, Charity Permit or City Centre Permit may be surrendered to the Council by the person to whom it has been issued by returning it to the Council.
(2) In the event that a Resident Permit surrendered to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1) is, on the date when it is received by the Council, still valid for a period in excess of six calendar months, the Council shall refund to the person from whom it received the Resident Permit Fee a sum equal to 50% of the Resident Permit Fee which it received, minus the Standard Administration Charge.
(3) In the event that a Business Resident Permit surrendered to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1) is, on the date when it is received by the Council, still valid for a period in excess of six calendar months, the Council shall refund to the person from whom it received the Business Permit Fee a sum equal to 50% of the Business Permit Fee which it received, minus the Standard Administration Charge.
(4) In the event that a Charity Permit surrendered to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1) is, on the date when it is received by the Council, still valid for a period in excess of six calendar months, the Council shall refund to the person from whom it received the Charity Permit Fee a sum equal to 50% of the Charity Permit Fee which it received, minus the Standard Administration Charge.

(5) In the event that a City Centre Permit is surrendered to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1), then the Council shall refund to the person from whom it received the City Centre Permit Fee a proportionate part of the original amount of the City Centre Permit Fee for the remaining part of the 12 month period for which the City Centre Permit related, minus the Standard Administration Charge. 
 
LOST OR STOLEN PERMITS
107. (1)	In the event that the Council is reasonably satisfied that a Resident Permit, Visitor Permit, Reservation Permit or City Centre Permit has been lost or stolen the Council may, upon Payment of the Standard Administration Charge, issue a replacement Resident Permit, Visitor Permit, Reservation Permit or City Centre Permit.
(2) In the event that the Council is reasonably satisfied that a Business Permit has been lost or stolen the Council may:
(a) In respect of a Business Permit on which, as part of the Relevant Information, there is included the Registration Mark, upon Payment of the Standard Administration Charge, issue a replacement Business Permit; or
(b) In respect of a Business Permit on which, as part of the Relevant Information, there is not included the Registration Mark, upon Payment of a sum equal to the Lower (Tier 1-2) Business Permit Fee applicable to the Eligible Property in respect of which the Business Permit was issued, issue a replacement Business Permit.
(3) In the event that the Council is reasonably satisfied that a Charity Permit has been lost or stolen the Council may:
(a) In respect of a Charity Permit on which, as part of the Relevant Information, there is included the Registration Mark, upon Payment of the Standard Administration Charge, issue a replacement Charity Permit; or
(b) In respect of a Charity Permit on which, as part of the Relevant Information, there is not included the Registration Mark, upon Payment of a sum equal to the Medium (Tier 3-5) Charity Permit Fee applicable to the Eligible Property in respect of which the Charity Permit was issued, issue a replacement Charity Permit.
(4) Save as specified above, the Council will not issue any replacement Permits..
MUTILATED OR DEFACED PERMITS
108. (1)	If, in the reasonable opinion of the Council, a Permit is mutilated or defaced, or the Relevant Information on it has become illegible, or the colour has become altered or faded by fading or otherwise, the Council shall, by giving 7 days’ notice, be entitled to require the person to whom that Permit was issued to return the Permit , in order that it can be reissued and, upon receipt of the Permit may issue a replacement thereof.
(2) The Administration Charge for Permits Mutilated or Defaced  shall be payable to the Council in respect of the reissue of a Permit pursuant to paragraph (1).
(3) The Council may refuse to issue a Replacement Permit , pursuant to paragraph (1), until such time as it has received the Administration Charge for Permits Mutilated or Defaced specified in paragraph (2).


CANCELLATION OF PERMITS
109. (1)	The Council may cancel a Permit  by serving a notice in writing on the person to whom the Permit was issued, in the circumstances specified in paragraph (2).
(2) The circumstances referred to in paragraph (1) are that:
(a) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Resident Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 55 are no longer satisfied; or
(b) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Visitor Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (6) of Article 61 are no longer satisfied; or
(c) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Business Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 65 are no longer satisfied; or
(d) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Charity Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 71 are no longer satisfied; or
(e) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Supplementary Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 80 which apply to that Category of Supplementary Permit are no longer satisfied; or
(f) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Public Authority Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 86 are no longer satisfied; or
(g) The Council is reasonably satisfied, in respect of a Reservation Permit, that any of the conditions referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 89 are no longer satisfied; or
(h) A Permit  is not returned to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1) of Article 108 before the end of the notice period specified in that paragraph; or
(i) A Permit is returned to the Council pursuant to paragraph (1) of Article 108, in circumstances where the Standard Administration Charge referred to in paragraph (2) of Article 108 has not been paid; or
(j) The Council is reasonably satisfied that the person to whom a Permit has been issued:
(i) Has provided false, misleading or inaccurate information in any application which led to the issue of that Permit;
(ii) Has caused or permitted any term or condition on which the Permit was issued to be breached; or
(iii) Has caused or permitted the misuse of the Permit , whether pursuant to Article 110 or otherwise,
(3) With effect from the date of service of the notice referred to in paragraph (1):
(a) If the notice relates to a Parking Permit, the Parking Permit to which the notice relates shall cease to be a Valid Parking Permit;
(b) If the notice relates to a Reservation Permit, the Reservation Permit to which the notice relates shall cease to be a Valid Reservation Permit;.
(4) With effect from the date when an amended Parking Permit is issued pursuant to Article 105(8)(a), the Parking Permit which was the subject of the Change of Vehicle Application shall, without any further action by the Council, be cancelled and shall cease to be a Valid Permit.
(5) With effect from the date when a Replacement Permit is issued pursuant to paragraph (1) of Article 107, the Permit  which was lost or stolen shall, without any further action by the Council, be cancelled and shall cease to be a Valid Permit, Valid Reservation Permit.
(6) With effect from the date when a Replacement Permit is issued pursuant to paragraph (1) of Article 108, the Permit which was returned to the Council shall, without any further action by the Council, be cancelled and shall cease to be a Valid Permit, Valid Reservation Permit.
(7) No refund shall be payable in respect of any unexpired term of a Permit which is cancelled pursuant to this Article.
MISUSE OF PERMITS
110. (1)	Where a Permit has been displayed on a Vehicle in the Specified Position, no person, not being the Driver of the Vehicle, shall remove the Permit from the Vehicle, unless authorised to do so by the Driver of the Vehicle.
(2) No person shall cause or permit:
(a) A Resident Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle specified in the Relevant Information on that Resident Permit;
(b) A Visitor Permit to be displayed on a Vehicle which is not In Use by a Visitor to the Eligible Property in respect of which the Visitor Permit was issued.
(c) [bookmark: _Hlk215486154]Where a Business Permit relates to specified Vehicle, a Business Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle specified in the Relevant Information on that Business Permit;
(d) A Business Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle which is In Use by the Business to whom the Business Permit was issued or a Visitor to that Business.
(e) Where a Charity Permit relates to specified Vehicle, a Charity Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle specified in the Relevant Information on that Charity Permit;
(f) A Charity Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle which is In Use by the Charity to whom the Charity Permit was issued or a Visitor to that Charity.
(g) A Category 1 Supplementary Permit to be displayed on a Vehicle which is not In Use by a Visitor to the Eligible Property in respect of which the Visitor Permit was issued;
(h) A Category 2 Supplementary Permit to be displayed otherwise than on a Vehicle which is In Use by the Landlord of an Eligible Property or a Management Agent appointed by that Landlord to manage that Eligible Property to whom the Category 2 Supplementary Permit was issued.
(i) A Category 3 Supplementary Permit to be displayed otherwise than on a Vehicle which is In Use by the Business to whom the Category 3 Supplementary Permit was issued, or a Visitor to that Business.
(j) A Category 4 Supplementary Permit to be displayed otherwise than on a Vehicle which is In Use by the Tradesman to whom the Category 4 Supplementary Permit was issued;
(k) A Public Authority Permit to be displayed otherwise than on a Vehicle which is In Use by a Public Authority;
(l) A City Centre Resident Permit to be displayed on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle specified in the Relevant Information on that City Centre Resident Permit;
(m) Where a City Centre Business Permit relates to a specified Vehicle, a City Centre Business Permit to be displaced on any Vehicle which is not a Vehicle specified in the Relevant Information on that City Centre Business Permit.
(3) No person shall make, or attempt to make, a copy of any Permit, or write on, or otherwise tamper with it, or the Relevant Information shown on it.


PART P – CONTROLLED PARKING ZONES 
RESTRICTION OF WAITING OF VEHICLES IN RESTRICTED ROADS
111. (1)	Save as provided in Article 112 of this Order no person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of an Authorised Person, cause or permit any Vehicle to wait at any time on any Roads or parts of Roads within the Controlled Parking Zone.
(2)	Paragraph (1) shall not apply to any part of a Restricted Road within the Controlled Parking Zone at any time when that part of the Road is designated for use as a Parking Place.
(3)	Reference to a Restricted Road within the Controlled Parking Zone shall be a reference to both sides of the Road and the whole length of the Road except as may be otherwise specified in Schedule 10.
EXEMPTIONS FROM WAITING RESTRICTIONS IN THE CONTROLLED PARKING ZONE
112. (1)	Nothing in Article 111 of this Order shall prevent any person from causing or permitting a Vehicle to wait in any Restricted Road within the Controlled Parking Zone for so long as may be necessary:-
(a) to enable a person to board or alight from the Vehicle.
(b) to enable the Vehicle, if it cannot conveniently be used for such purpose in a Road which is not a Restricted Road within the Controlled Parking Zone, to be used in connection with:
(i) A funeral, as a Hearse or the Vehicle of a chief mourner;
(ii) The removal of any obstruction to traffic in any Restricted Road;
(iii) The maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of any Restricted Road;
(iv) Any Statutory Undertaker or their authorised agent or Local Authority carrying out its duties on the highway; or
(v) Any excavation or demolition works to properties fronting onto the Restricted Road.
(c) to enable Goods to be:
(i) Loaded onto the Vehicle from premises situated in the Restricted Road; or
(ii) Unloaded from the Vehicle to premises situated in the Restricted Road.
(d) if the Vehicle is a Vehicle used by Emergency Services for an essential matter and in pursuance of statutory powers or duties.
(e) if the Vehicle is waiting because the Driver is being prevented from proceeding by circumstances beyond his control or if it is necessary to wait in order to avoid accident.
(f) if the Postal Vehicle is waiting in a Restricted Road and is at that time engaged in the collection or delivery of Postal Packets to or from premises or posting boxes adjacent to that Restricted Road and the Postal Vehicle is waiting only so long as is necessary to enable the delivery or collection of those Postal Packets.
(g) if the Vehicle is waiting in a Restricted Road and is at that time engaged in connection with the servicing of a telephone kiosk on that Restricted Street, and the Vehicle is waiting only for so long as is necessary to enable the telephone kiosk to be serviced.
(h) if the Vehicle is a Public Service Vehicle operating a Local Service waiting at a Bus stop to set down and/or pick up passengers.
(2) Nothing in Article 111 of this Order shall render it a Contravention of this Order to cause or permit any Vehicle which displays in the Relevant Position a valid Disabled Person’s Badge, and a valid Parking Disc (on which the Driver, or other person in charge of the Vehicle, has marked the time at which the period of waiting began) to wait in any of the Restricted Roads for a period not exceeding three hours (not being a period separated by an interval of less than one hour from a previous period of waiting by the same Vehicle in the same length of Road on the same day)
PROVIDED THAT such period of waiting shall not be within a period during which the Loading or Unloading of Vehicles is prohibited or restricted.
PROVIDED THAT such badge and Parking Disc are being used in accordance with any regulations made for their use as may be in force from time to time.
(3) Nothing in Article 111 of this Order shall render it a Contravention of this Order to cause or permit any Vehicle which displays, in a prominent and conspicuous position on the Vehicle so that the Relevant Information is clearly visible from outside the Vehicle, a Valid Dispensation Certificate or Valid Virtual Dispensation Certificate to wait in the Restricted Road specified on the Dispensation Certificate.
(4) Notwithstanding anything in the preceding provisions of this Article, the Driver of a Vehicle shall move the Vehicle on the instruction of a police constable in uniform whenever it may be reasonably necessary to do so for the purpose of preventing obstruction.



PART Q – DISPENSATION CERTIFICATES 
ISSUE OF DISPENSATION CERTIFICATES
113. (1)	Any person may at any time make an application to the Council for a Dispensation Certificate.
(2) An application for a Dispensation Certificate shall:
(a) Be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect.
(b) Without prejudice to sub-paragraph (a) shall contain the following information:
(i) The name of the person making the application and their address;
(ii) The property in the Restricted Road in respect of which a Dispensation Certificate is sought;
(iii) The make, model, colour and Registration Mark of the Vehicle or the company name in respect of which the Dispensation Certificate is sought;
(iv) The dates for which the Dispensation Certificate is sought; and
(v) The purpose for which the Dispensation Certificate is sought.
(c) Include a remittance for any charge requested by the Council pursuant to the Local Authorities (Transport Charges) Regulations 1998;
(3) Without prejudice to paragraph (2) the Council may at any time require any person who has made an application for a Dispensation Certificate to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the application as the Council may reasonably require to verify any of the particulars or information given in the application.
(4) The Council may issue a Dispensation Certificate or virtual Dispensation Certificate, whether pursuant to an application made in accordance with paragraphs (1) and (2) of this Article, or otherwise.
(5) A Dispensation Certificate issued pursuant to paragraph (4) shall be issued in writing and shall contain the Relevant Information.
(6) The Council may cancel a Dispensation Certificate by service of a notice in writing on the person to whom the Dispensation Certificate was issued and, upon the service of such notice (or upon such other time or date as may be specified in the said notice), the Dispensation Certificate shall cease to be valid.

(3)	The City Centre Business Permit Offer shall set out the terms and conditions on which the City Centre Business Permit is being offered and shall request payment of the relevant City Centre Business Permit Fee from the applicant.

122. The maximum number of City Centre Business Permits which the Council will issue in respect of a City Centre Business Property shall be two.  
ACCEPTANCE OF A CITY CENTRE BUSINESS PERMIT OFFER
123. A City Centre Business shall accept a City Centre Business Permit Offer by paying the City Centre Business Permit Fee.  By paying the City Centre Business Permit Fee, the City Centre Business is confirming acceptable of the terms and conditions set out in the City Centre Business Permit Offer. 
ISSUE OF CITY CENTRE BUSINESS PERMIT
124. (1) 	Once the Council is in receipt of the City Centre Business Permit Fee it may issue the City Centre Business Permit to the City Centre Business who made the application. 
(2) 	The City Centre Business Permit shall be issued in accordance with any terms and conditions specified in the City Centre Business Permit Offer and shall contain the Relevant Information.

CITY CENTRE BUSINESS PERMIT RENEWALS
125. (1) 	Subject to paragraph (1), where the Council has previously issued a City Centre Business Permit to a City Centre Business, the Council may issue a City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice to that City Centre Business.
(2) The Council will not issue a City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice where either:
(a)	the City Centre Business has notified the Council in writing that they have ceased to occupy or use relevant City Centre Business Property or they are no longer the Registered Keeper of the Vehicle to which the City Centre Business Permit relates, or
(b)	it is not satisfied that the conditions in Article (4) are satisfied.
(3)	Where paragraph 2(b) applies, the Council may require a person who has previously been issued with a City Centre Business Permit to produce to the Council such evidence in respect of the conditions in Article 121(2) as they may reasonably require to verify that those conditions are satisfied.
(4)	A City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice shall constitute a City Centre Business Permit Offer and shall contain the information specified in Article 121(3).
(5)	Once the Council is in receipt of the City Centre Business Permit Fee in respect of the City Centre Business Permit Officer made in the City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice it may issue a renewed City Centre Business Permit.  By paying the City Centre Business Permit Fee, the City Centre Business is confirming acceptance of the terms and conditions set out in the City Centre Business Permit Offer (contained within the City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice).  
(6)	A City Centre Business Permit issued pursuant to paragraph (6) shall be issued in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in the City Centre Business Permit Offer contained in the City Centre Business Permit Renewal Notice and shall contain the Relevant Information.


PART T - CITY CENTRE SCRATCHCARDS
126. (1) 	A City Centre Resident may at any time make an application for a City Centre Resident Scratchcard (regardless as to whether that City Centre Resident already has any City Centre Resident Permit or not). 

(2) An application for a City Centre Resident Scratchard shall:

(a) be made in writing on a form or on an electronic form issued by the Council which is returned to the Council completed in every material respect;  

(b) provide such documentation as is requested by the Council in the application form or otherwise to verify and support the details and information given in the application form; and

(c) be accompanied by the City Centre Resident Scratchcard Fee.

(3) Where the Council is satisfied that the applicant for the City Centre Resident Scratchcard is a City Centre Resident of a City Centre Resident Property and that the City Centre Resident Scratchcard has been paid then it may issue the City Centre Resident Scratchcard.

(4) No more than twenty City Centre Resident Scratchcards shall be issued in respect of the same City Centre Residential Property in any rolling twelve month period. 

(5) A City Centre Scratchcard shall only be a valid where: 

(a) the relevant date upon which the card is being used has been scratched off; 
(b) the Vehicle which is using it is a Vehicle of a type which may use the relevant Parking Places which are designated by Article 9 which are located within the City Centre
(c) the Registration Mark of such Vehicle has been entered on the City Centre Scratchcard
(d) the City Centre Scratchcard is displayed in the Specified Position.

PART U – CONTRAVENTIONS AND EVIDENCE
PENALTY CHARGE
127. (1)	If a Vehicle is waiting, stopped or parked at any time in such a manner that there is a Contravention of this Order, a Penalty Charge shall be payable.
(2) Where a Penalty Charge is payable under the provisions of Part VI of the 2004 Act, the penalty charge shall be set in accordance with the2022 Regulations.
PENALTY CHARGE NOTICE
128. (1) In the case of a Vehicle in respect of which a Penalty Charge is payable pursuant to Article 127, a Penalty Charge Notice may then be issued by a Civil Enforcement Officer.
(2) The particulars given in a Penalty Charge Notice issued in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be treated as evidence of those particulars in any proceedings arising as a result of the issue of that Penalty Charge Notice.
PARKING TICKET MACHINE AND TICKETS
129. (1)	If, at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Parking Place described in Column 1 of Schedule 7, in circumstances where the time shown on the Handheld Device relating to the Parking Space in which the Vehicle is left is later than the expiry of the period for which charge as is shown on the Handheld Device as having been paid or no indication appears on the Handheld Device that the Parking Charge has been paid then, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the charge specified by Article 46 has been duly paid and that the period for which payment was made has expired or that the Parking Charge has not been duly paid.
(2) If, at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Parking Place described in Column 1 of Schedule 7, and there is no record of the relevant charge being paid by the Telephone or Electronic Payment System it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the charge specified in Article 46 has not been duly paid.
(3) If, at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Parking Place described in Column 1 of Schedule 7, where there is a Parking Ticket Machine, in circumstances where the time shown on the clock on the Parking Ticket Machine relating to the Parking Space in which the Vehicle is left is later than the time of expiry of the period for which the Parking Ticket was issued as specified in the Relevant Information shown on the Ticket and there is no record of the relevant charge being paid by the Telephone or Electronic Payment System, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Charge specified in Article 46 has been duly paid and that the period for which payment was made has expired.
PERMITS
130. (1)	If, at any time during the Chargeable Hours, a Vehicle is left in a Parking Place, in circumstances where there is not displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position:
(a) [bookmark: _Hlk215560202]A Valid Resident Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Resident Permit having been issued for such Vehicle, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Resident Permit Fee has not been duly paid;
(b) A Valid Visitor Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Resident Permit having been issued for such Vehicle, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Visitor Permit Fee has not been duly paid;
(c) [bookmark: _Hlk215560313]A Valid Business Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Business Permit having been issued for such Vehicle, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Business Permit Fee has not been duly paid;
(d) [bookmark: _Hlk215560342]A Valid Charity Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Charity Permit having been issued for such Vehicle, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Charity Permit Fee has not been duly paid;

(f) A Valid Public Authority Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Supplementary Permit having been issued for such Vehicle , it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Public Authority Permit Fee has not been duly paid;
(g) A Valid Red Route Permit, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Resident Permit Fee has not been duly paid;
(2) If, at any time during a period when a Parking Place or part of a Parking Place is a Suspended Parking Place, a Vehicle is left in that Parking Place , in circumstances where there is not displayed on the Vehicle in the Relevant Position a Valid Reservation Permit and there is no record on the Handheld Device of a Valid Virtual Supplementary Permit having been issued for such Vehicle, it shall be presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the Reservation Permit Fee has not been duly paid.


PART V – REVOCATIONS AND SAVINGS
REVOCATIONS
131. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order:
(a) The Orders specified in Part 1 of Schedule 1 to this Order are hereby revoked. 
(b) The Orders specified in Column 1 of Part 2 of Schedule 1 to this Order are hereby revoked to the extent indicated in Column 2 thereof.
SAVINGS
132. (1)	Any permits and dispensation certificates issued under the Orders listed in Schedule 1 shall have effect as if they are Permits and Dispensation Certificates issued under this Order (and in the case of Permits, shall have effect as if they are Permits of the types described within this Order which correspond with the type of Permit issued under the Orders listed in Schedule 1).
(2) The Permits and Dispensation Certificates referred to in paragraph (1) shall be subject to the terms of this Order as if they had been issued under this Order.
