NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN in accordance with Section 90C of the Highways Act 1980 that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne in exercise of its powers under Section 90A of the Highways Act 1980 proposes to construct road humps complying with the Highways (Road Humps) Regulations 1999 in Hillsview Avenue.
2. The proposed nature, dimensions and locations of the road humps are as follows:-

Nature – Speed cushions
Locations – (to the centre of the speed cushions) – speed cushions x2 at each location listed below.
Hillsview Avenue -
(i) 16 metres west of its junction with Halewood Avenue 
(ii) 11 metres west of its junction with Sherringham Avenue

(iii) 16 metres northwest of its junction with Runnymede Way


(iv) 8 metres south of its junction with Bromford Road


(v) 23 metres north of its junction with Bradwell Road

(vi) 13 metres south of its junction with Quentin Avenue


(vii) 50 metres south of its junction with Shandon Way


(viii) 25 metres north of its junction with Shandon Way


(ix) 10 metres north east of its junction with Apsley Crescent 


(x) 53 metres west of its junction with Afton Way 


(xi) 10 metres northwest of its junction with Newlyn Road


(xii) 25 metres east of its junction with Marley Court


(xiii) 11 metres northwest of its junction with Delamere Road


(xiv) 22 metres west with its junction with Edgefield Avenue

Dimensions of Cushions
Length along the carriageway to be 3.6 metres

Width to be 1700mm

Height to be 85mm

Ramp gradients to be 1 in 10

Side ramp to be 1 in 6
