(i)	(Bus Lanes) Traffic Regulation Order 2014 (Byker Bridge Variation) Order 2026

1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Sections 1, 2, 4, 19 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 which amends the City of Newcastle upon Tyne (Bus Lanes) Traffic Regulation Order 2014 (“the 2014 Order”).
2.	The effect of the proposed Order is to extend the bus lane on Byker Bridge westbound (nearside lane) – from its junction with the B1312/A193 roundabout to its junction with Crawhall Road.  The bus lane currently runs from a point 28 metres west of its junction with Elizabeth Street to its junction with Crawhall Road.
	The Bus Lane will operate all days, 7am to 7pm.  Only buses, taxis, 
motorcycles, pedal cycles and authorised vehicles will be allowed in the bus 
lanes during the times of operation.
(ii)	Traffic Regulation (Consolidation) Order 2009 (Byker Bridge Variation) Order 2026

1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Sections 1, 2, 4, 29 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 which amends the City of Newcastle upon Tyne Traffic Regulation (Consolidation) Order 2009 (“the Consolidation Order”).     

2.	The effect of the proposed Order is to introduce a prohibition of right-hand turn restriction for all vehicles from Byker Bridge into Elizabeth Street.
(iii) 	Proposed Pedestrian Crossings 
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne, in exercise of its powers under Section 23 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police proposes to establish pedestrians crossing at the following locations –
1.      Toucan Crossing
	
Byker Bridge - approximately 15 metres east of the centreline of its junction with Elizabeth Street.

2.      	Puffin Crossings 

On the north, east, south and west arms of the junction of Shields Road West, Shields Road, Burton Street and the unnamed road to the north.

The crossings are necessary to facilitate pedestrians crossing the above roads.
[bookmark: _Hlk220485160](iv) 	(B1312/A193 Roundabout) Speed Limit Order 2026
1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Section 84 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

2.	The effect of the proposed Order is to reduce the speed limit from 40mph to 30mph on the approaches to the B1312/A193 roundabout, comprising of Byker Bridge, Burton Street, Shields Road Bypass and Byker Bank. The 30mph limit will apply from the roundabout circulatory carriageway and extend along each arm for the following approximate distances:

(a) Byker Bridge - from a point 135 metres west of its junction with the B1312/A193 roundabout to its junction with that roundabout (including the roundabout),
(b) Burton Street - from a point 15 metres north of its junction with the B1312/A193 roundabout to its junction with that roundabout,
(c) Shields Road Bypass - from a point 45 metres east of its junction with the B1312/A193 roundabout to its junction with that roundabout, and 
(d) Byker Bank - from a point 20 metres south of its junction with the B1312/A193 roundabout to its junction with that roundabout.
