(i)	(Ponteland Road) Speed Limit Order 2026
1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Section 84 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

2. The effect of the proposed Order is to – 
(a) revoke (remove) the following existing speed limits –
(i) [bookmark: _Hlk221193226]30mph speed limit on Ponteland Road, Woolsington - from a point 40 metres west of the western kerbline of Middle Drive to a point 105 metres east of the eastern kerbline of South Drive, 
(ii) 40mph speed limit on Ponteland Road, Bullock Steads - from a point 110 metres southeast of its junction with South Drive, Woolsington for a distance of approximately 605 metres (to the existing 30mph speed limit signs approximately 130 metres north west of its junction with Station Road, Kenton Bankfoot), and 
(iii) 30mph speed limit on Ponteland Road (B6918), Tudor Grange - between the southern extent of the Metro overbridge, to and including the roundabout at Tudor Way.  

(b) introduce a 30 miles per hour speed limit on Ponteland Road – from a point 50 metres south of its centre line with Tudor Way roundabout                         (including the roundabout) in a north westerly direction to a point 143 metres north of its centre line with The Oval 

The Council’s reason for proposing to make the Order is to improve road safety by reducing vehicle speeds.

(ii) 	Proposed Construction of Road Humps – Brunton Road
1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN in accordance with Section 90C of the Highways Act 1980 that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne in exercise of its powers under Section 90A of the Highways Act 1980 proposes to construct road humps complying with the Highways (Road Humps) Regulations 1999 in Brunton Road.
2. The details of the road humps are as follows - 
	Nature – Speed cushions

Length along the carriageway to be 3.6 metres
Width to be 1700mm
Height to be 85mm
Ramp gradients to be 1 in 10
Side ramp to be 1 in 6
