(iii) 185 metres south of its junction with West Road (x3 cushions)
(iv) 275 metres south of its junction with West Road (x2 cushions)
(v) 390 metres south of its junction with West Road (x3 cushions)
(vi) 480 metres south of its junction with West Road (x3 cushions)

Dimensions of Cushions
Length along the carriageway to be 3.6 metres
Width to be 1700mm (including slope)
Height to be a maximum of 75mm
Ramp gradients to be 1 in 6
Side ramp to be 1 in 10
