Location – (to the centre of the speed hump) – Howard Street 168.4 metres east of its junction with Gibson Street (x1 hump)

Length along the carriageway to be 3.7 metres
Width to be 8800 mm (including slope)
Height to be a maximum of 75mm
Ramp gradients to be 1 in 15
Side ramp to be 1 in 4
