Section 2 – About the Public Spaces Protection Order (PSPO): a brief overview and the conditions 

Issue A: Drinking alcohol in public places
Reason: Existing PSPO conditions surrounding drinking alcohol in public places are to stop problems like noise, fights, or people causing antisocial behaviour because of alcohol. These rules are not meant to stop normal, peaceful activities. For example, families having a picnic in the park or people enjoying a drink in their own garden.

The new public spaces protection order is meant to have one set of rules for the whole area. The aim is to stop alcohol related behaviour that is upsetting or harmful to local communities.

Those that are causing issues, a person shall stop consuming alcohol or surrender any containers (sealed or unsealed) which are reasonably believed to contain alcohol, when required to do so by an Authorised officer.

Issue B: Dog Control and Dog Fouling
Reason: Dog Control Orders are rules about things like keeping dogs on a lead, not letting dogs go into places where they aren’t allowed and cleaning up dog mess.
Right now, there is one big Dog Control Order that covers the whole council area.
The new PSPO would include all these same dog‑related rules, so everything is in one place. This new PSPO would replace the old orders and would let the council take action against dog owners who don’t follow the rules.
