1.	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the City of Newcastle upon Tyne propose to make an Order under Sections 1, 2, 4, 32, 35, 45, 46, 49, 53, 63 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and the Traffic Management Act 2004, and of all other enabling powers, the effect of which would be to vary the City of Newcastle upon Tyne (Waiting Restrictions and On Street Parking Places) Order 2026 (“the 2026 Order”).

2.	The effect of the proposed variation Order is to –

(a) extend the existing School Keep Clear markings on sections of the south and west side of Tankerville Terrace,

(b) designate sections of the northern side of Tankerville Terrace as parking places with limited waiting between the hours of 8.00am and 6.30pm Monday to Saturday.  The maximum period of stay for vehicles will be 2 hours with no return within 6 hours, 

(c) revoke (remove) the existing no waiting at any time restrictions on sections of Tankerville Terrace, and

(d) revoke (remove) the existing no loading or unloading at any time restrictions on sections of Tankerville Terrace.
