(WAITING RESTRICTIONS AND ON STREET PARKING PLACES) ORDER 2026
(NORTH JESMOND AVENUE AREA VARIATION TROST04) ORDER 2026

The Council’s reasons for proposing to make the above Order is as follows:-

Following concerns from residents regarding non-residential long-stay parking in the North Jesmond Avenue area, a review was conducted to quantify the volume of parking within the area.  The results of a parking survey showed there was a substantial increase in non-residential long-stay parking. 

The aim of introducing parking restrictions would be to reduce congestion and improve road safety, by discouraging long-stay, daytime parking, and giving residents some priority to park their vehicles near their homes. 

It is also proposed to extend a current no waiting restriction on Osborne Road to increase visibility for pedestrians crossing the carriageway, and also to extend a current no waiting restriction on Mitchell Avenue to help facilitate access to the Church of the Holy Name.
